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INTRODUCTION (abstract of PhD dissertation)

Actuality and the relevance of the research theme. In the 21st century, the
harmonization of tourism with the achievement of the sustainable development
goals in the world confirms the actuality of the legal regulation of the relations in
this sphere. The first Universal “Framework Convention on Tourism Ethics” of the
United Nations World Tourism Organization (UNWTO) from 2017 underlined: “to
develop tourism with a view to contributing to economic development,
international understanding, peace, prosperity and universal respect for, and
observance of, human rights and freedoms for all without any kind of distinction™®,
With this regard, the considerable focus has been observed on the enhancement of
the legal framework of the states’ and the international organizations’ cooperation
on tourism development and perfection of international-legal norms on tourists’
rights and responsibilities.

It is demanded to conduct scientific researches on acceleration of the
contractual-legal regulation of cooperation to sustainable develop the tourism by
the states and organizations in the world. Hence, the vital role has been emphasized
on conducting the scientific researches in analyzing the legal framework of the
contractual-legal cooperation, the strengthening the legal regulation of
international relations in tourism, international-legal cooperation aimed at the
regulation of the certain negative aspects of tourism, which affect the development
of societies and the implementation of international standards into national
legislation.

Important measures are being taken to ensure the participation of Uzbekistan
in international tourism organizations, the development of close contractual
relations with foreign countries and the perfection of national legislation in the
sphere of tourism according to the international norms. In particular, it was noted
that “tourism has become a strategic sector of the country’s economy”’ and “the
development of normative-legal framework in the sphere of tourism, the
implementation of international norms and standards in organization of favourable
conditions for tourism development”'® identified as the important tasks of the
intensive development of this field. In this context, it is important to study the
basics of international-legal regulation of tourism, to implement international-legal
norms and standards in the sphere of tourism, to elaborate the proposals and
recommendations on further development of contractual and legal cooperation.

This dissertation research will contribute to the more effective
implementation of the tasks in the “Law on international treaties of the Republic of
Uzbekistan” (2019), “Law on tourism” (2019), “Action Strategy for further

tourism development and approved by the Presidential Decree of the Republic of
Uzbekistan Ne5611 from January 5, 2019 and other normative-legal acts in this
sphere.

Connection of the research with priority directions of the republican
science-technology development.

The research was accomplished under 1. The priorities of the development of
the science and technology of the Republic of Uzbekistan in the spiritual-moral
and cultural development of the democratic and legal society, the formation of an
innovative economy.

The degree of scientific elaboration of the problem. The theoretical
framework of the research has been learned by the foreign scientists as L.
D’amore, Charles R. Goeldner and S.Negut™. The issues of humanitarian
collaboration of the subjects of international law have been researched in public
international law and international business law books of foreign academicians as
A.Aust, S.Subedi, M. Herdegen, Jochen von Bernstorff. Views from several
foreign researches of U.Kantarchi, R. Lanquar and other scientists on the
international, regional issues of tourism and particular issues on various types of
tourism have been studied.

The study of the international-legal framework of collaboration in the field
of tourism engaged in the works of the CIS countries’ scientists as A.Strigulina, T.
Ragimov and Y.Abaydeldinov. Among the studies of the Commonwealth of
Independent States, it should be emphasized the significance of I. Chebotereva's
scientific research on international-legal cooperation in the sphere of tourism
activities. The author researched the legal aspects of cooperation in the sphere of
tourism in the framework of international and regional organizations as a complex
research. This study examined the institutional and legal aspects of cooperation
between various organizations, including the UNWTO, the legal issues of
cooperation on tourism within the CIS and the European Union (EU).

In Uzbekistan, some aspects of the dissertation’s subject have been observed
in the research works of A.Saidov, A.Muminov, and K.Alimov on international
law. Moreover, legal aspects of international cooperation of the Republic of
Uzbekistan in tourism are noticed in the articles of S.Adilkhodjaeva and
S.Murataev. Particular issues of civil-legal regulation of tourism services providing
in the Republic of Uzbekistan were researched by U.Dustov and legal regulation of

hotel services in the framework of the legislation of Uzbekistan can be observed in
the scientific research papers of L.Achilova.

Several aspects of tourism have been researched in the Republic of
Uzbekistan'?, but there is no comprehensive complex research of the issues on
international-legal regulation of tourism from the perspectives of the international
affairs of the Republic of Uzbekistan, which would reflect on universal, regional
and bilateral cooperation of Uzbekistan. The prospects of international-legal
aspects of cooperation of Uzbekistan with international, regional organizations and
states, non-governmental collaboration and implementation of international-legal
standards into national legislation determine the content of this research work.

The connection of the research with scientific-research plans of higher
education organization, where the dissertation was accomplished. The theme
of the dissertation was included in the scientific-research plans of the University of
World Economy and Diplomacy and conducted in the framework of priority
directions of scientific research topics on “Mutual influences and connections of
international-legal and national legal systems of the Republic of Uzbekistan”,
“Improvement issues of implementation mechanism of international-legal norms
into national legislation” and “Development of legal and institutional cooperation
framework in the sphere of international tourism”.

The purpose of the vresearchis to elaborate proposals and
recommendations for further development of contractual and institutional
international-legal cooperation of Uzbekistan in the sphere of tourism.

Furthermore, the research concretized in the following tasks:

to research the term “tourism” by complexly analyzing it as an object of
international-legal regulation;

to define specific features based on theoretical research the formation of
international-legal aspects of tourism;

to analyze the process of the evolution and improvement of the legal and
institutional framework of tourism in Uzbekistan;

to develop recommendations based on the analysis of the peculiarities of the
international, regional-legal cooperation and bilateral agreements of Uzbekistan;

to devise proposals on improvement of the national legislation in the sphere
of tourism by analyzing the latest tendencies of the international-legal norms
related to tourism;

to identify scientific and practical proposals for the development of
international-legal cooperation in the sphere of tourism in the Republic of
Uzbekistan based on international and foreign practice.

The object of the research is the system of international-legal relations that
develop in the process of international cooperation of Uzbekistan in the sphere of
tourism.

The subject of the research is the international treaties of the Republic of
Uzbekistan in the sphere of cooperation in tourism and the main forms and
directions of cooperation in this field.

Research methods. Based on the theme of the research formal-legal,
comparative-legal analysis, event analysis, historical and legal interpretation
methods were used in the dissertation.

Scientific novelty of the research is determined by followings:

it is proved the importance of attendance of the specially authorized state
body in the sphere of tourism in ensuring the fight against the use of the tourism as
an illegal migration, labor and other exploitation purposes in Uzbekistan;

considering the importance of contractual-legal cooperation of development
for free movement of tourists in Central Asian countries it is proved the feasibility
of establishing a unified visa regime;

it is justified to elaborate the national legislation on guaranteeing the safety
of tourists and excursionists through warning from the damage to the natural
environment, also to the material and spiritual values of the state and society;

based on the experience of bilateral contractual-legal cooperation of
Uzbekistan in the field of tourism with foreign countries, it is proved to regulate
the types and forms of tourism, moreover ‘“environmental tourism” and
“pilgrimage tourism” by the national legislation.

Practical results of the research:

the international legal meaning of the concept of “tourism” was the first
research in this study in the international law science of the Republic of
Uzbekistan. Thus the author’s definition of the concept of “tourism” was
developed, moreover, the formation and development of international-legal aspects
of tourism proved theoretically;

proposals on the implementation of international-legal norms in the field of
tourism into the national legislation of the Republic of Uzbekistan were taken into
account in the elaboration of the “Tourism development Concept in the Republic
of Uzbekistan for 2019 — 2025 approved by the Decree of the President of the
Republic of Uzbekistan Ne-5611 dated January 5, 2019;

were taken into consideration the proposals on the organization of
“Department of ecological and agro-tourism development”, “Sector of pilgrimage
and archeology tourism development”, “Sector of medical tourism development”
under the State Committee for tourism development of the Republic of Uzbekistan;

the recommendations in the dissertation have been implemented in
elaborating the course program of “International Tourism Law” for the curriculum
of Master degree directions as “International Law”, “Diplomatic and Consular
Law” and “International Business Law” at the University of World Economy and
Diplomacy under the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Republic of Uzbekistan.



The reliability of research results is provided by a clear set of goals and
objectives, supporting scientific and theoretical conclusions of regulatory and
enforcement materials, as well as the approbation of the results and conclusions in
scientific, practical and teaching activity. The usage of scientific and legal sources,
namely international-legal norms, national legislation of the Republic of
Uzbekistan and legislation of foreign countries, official sources regarding the
functioning of international universal and regional organizations, official web-sites
of the Republic of Uzbekistan and foreign government web sources and
formulation of references in requested form showed reliability of dissertation. The
results of the research were approbated and published in several international and
national editions. The topicality, practicability and the value of the research results
were approved by official governmental bodies.

Scientific and practical importance of dissertation research is that it
contains the analysis of various international and national sources of legal
regulation on tourism, bilateral and multilateral contractual basis of Uzbekistan in
the field of tourism is summarized, which can be used in the process of teaching
several disciplines and courses as, ‘“Public International Law”, “Private
International Law”, “International Organizations Law”, “International Economy
Law”, “International Business Law”.

The practical importance of the research work presents the perfection of the
legal and institutional mechanisms of the Republic of Uzbekistan’s cooperation in
the sphere of tourism.

Implementation of the research results.

The following conclusions were taken proving the implementation of the
scientific results into practice of this dissertation:

proposal on the functioning of the authorized state body together with the
interested ministries, departments and local authorities on ensuring the fight
against the use the tourism as an illegal migration, labor and other exploitation
purposes in our country was used in elaboration of the Article 35 of the “Law on
tourism” in new edition (Act of the Committee of Science, Education, Culture and
Sport issues of the Oliy Majlis of the Republic of Uzbekistan Ne 04 / 5-05-111
dated 11.11.2019). This proposal will contribute to the legal consolidation of the
participation of the State Committee for Tourism Development of the Republic of
Uzbekistan in the development of measures to prevent and eliminate the negative
consequences of tourism;

proposal to sign the agreement on the introduction of a single visa for the
Central Asian states was used to develop paragraph 37 of the “Road Map” on
“Creating favorable conditions for the development of tourism potential of the
Republic of Uzbekistan™ approved by the Decree of the President of the Republic
of Uzbekistan PD-5781, dated August 13, 2019 (Act of the State Committee of the
Republic of Uzbekistan for tourism development Ne 03-22/6632 dated 05.09.2019).
The proposal will serve to provide legal support for tourists’ free movement
visiting the countries which are situated in the ancient Silk Road,;



the proposal on guaranteeing the safety of tourists and excursionists through
warning from the damage to the natural environment, also to the material and
spiritual values of the state and society was used in the development of the Law of
the Republic of Uzbekistan “On tourism” in the new edition (Act of the Committee
of Science, Education, Culture and Sport issues of the Oliy Majlis of the Republic
of Uzbekistan Ne 04 / 5-05-111 dated 11.11.2019). This recommendation promotes
the legal definition of the rights and safety of tourists and excursionists in
Uzbekistan following international standards;

recommendations on the introduction in the national legislation the Article
on “Types and Forms of tourism” in the new edition of the Law of the Republic of
Uzbekistan “On tourism™ on specific types and forms of tourism and “eco-
tourism”,” pilgrimage tourism” were considered (Act of the Committee of Science,
Education, Culture and Sport issues of the Oliy Majlis of the Republic of
Uzbekistan Ne 04 / 5-05-111 dated 11.11.2019). These proposals will create the
necessary legal framework for determining the specific types of tourism based on
the experience of bilateral treaties and the legal cooperation of Uzbekistan with
foreign countries.

Approbation of research results. The results of the research were
approbated in 7 scientific conferences, in particular, 2 international and 5
republican scientific-practical conferences and based on international-research
grant at Central Asia Program of Elliot School of international affairs at the George
Washington University.

Publication of research results. The provisions of the work are reflected in
19 scientific published works, in particular, 7 in national journals recommended by
the Supreme Attestation Commission under the Cabinet of Ministers of the
Republic of Uzbekistan and 2 in foreign journals.

The structure of the dissertation consists of an introduction, three
chapters, a conclusion, a bibliography, and appendixes. The content of the
dissertation 149 pages.

MAIN PART OF DISSERTATION

Introduction of the dissertation (in the part of annotation of Ph.D. thesis)
consist of the actuality and relevance of the research theme, the relevance of the
research to the main priorities of the national science and technology development,
the degree of the researched issue, the relevance of the dissertation theme to the
research projects of the dissertation higher education organization, aim and tasks of
the research, object and subject, methods, scientific novelty and practical results of
the research, reliability of research results, the scientific and practical significance
of the research results, their application, the approbation of research’s results, the
size and structure of the dissertation.

The first chapter of the dissertation entitled “Formation of international-
legal cooperation in the sphere of tourism” consists of three paragraphs.
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The first paragraph, “The concept of tourism, development of its theoretical
and international-/egal aspects” focused on the formation and theoretical-legal
determination of the term “tourism”. After all, with the development of this sphere
“tourism” and its related terms are actively being used in the system of
international legal relations. This is reflected in their usage of international legal
norms, national laws, and scholarly works. The term “tourism” possesses the
center of these terms and the remaining concepts are formed on its basis. However,
the lack of a final legal-based definition of this term creates a variety of
interpretations.

The researcher draws on the definition of “tourism™ and divided it into two
groups - the normative-legal definitions which developed by international
organizations, states and other official institutions, and concept that has been
researched by scholars. It should be noted that the above-mentioned concepts are
not absolute. The researcher believes that further scientific research and concepts
will further enrich the content of this definition.

At the same time, the researcher emphasized the international-legal aspects
of tourism, pointing to the fact that at present in the development process of
modern international law the formation and appearance of international tourism
law as a separate sphere or institute. It was emphasized that the process of forming
it as a separate sphere is continuing. Considering analyze of existing studies and
norms of tourism activity, its international public and private law aspects, and the
specific principles of international tourism law on this issue. This situation has
prompted extensive research on the subject.

The second paragraph is entitled “Classification of formation the legal
framework of cooperation in the sphere of tourism”, which reviews the
international norms adopted in this area as an important factor in the emergence
and development of tourism in the international arena. Tourism co-operation is
mainly carried out in three directions, through the conclusion of agreements
between the states in order to address specific issues that arise during tourism
development, and secondly, by incorporating countries into internationally
recognized Conventions, as well as by implementing the basic provisions and
principles of tourism into national legislation as a third dimension.

According to international-legal norms on cooperation in tourism, the
researcher divided them into two groups: the first group in terms of regulating and
reflecting certain aspects of tourism in the norms of international law are universal
international-legal norms and tourism - a group of legal norms that are specifically
regulated.

The important international-legal norms in the sphere of tourism have been
classified by the researcher. Based on the research, emphasis was placed on the
importance of international conferences in this sphere. Formation of international-
legal cooperation in tourism was developed after the Second World War, which

was held in the form of international conferences organized by the states and
international organizations, and its outcomes were reflected in international-legal
acts, in the forms of Conventions, Declarations, and other norms. This leads to the
improvement of international cooperation fundament in the field of tourism.

It has also been pointed out that they have the “Soft Law” character of direct
action, and that almost all legal norms were accepted by the states, international
and regional organizations as the subjects of international law after the discussion
at intergovernmental conferences.

The third paragraph was called “The legal and institutional regulation of
tourism in Uzbekistan: emergence and prosperity ” that analyzes the process of
formation and development of tourism and its legal and institutional aspects in the
territory of Uzbekistan after the independence. The study of the legal and
institutional bases of modern tourism and its development in the territory of the
Republic of Uzbekistan has been studied by dividing into three periods: 1. The
emergence of legal and institutional framework of tourism after the independence
of Uzbekistan (1991-1999); 2. The second period- formation of international and
national legal and institutional aspects of tourism (1999-2016) and 3. The “New
Period”- for international-legal and institutional development of tourism (since
2016).

Although some of the national sources for the historical development of the
sphere in Uzbekistan have been clarified"®, the researcher conducted the pioneering
analysis of the development of legal and institutional frameworks for the
evolutionary development of tourism in Uzbekistan. The researcher also tries to
substantiate it in logical and legal facts, using the term “New period in tourism”,
which is the first in national research in this area, which is being continued in the
Republic of Uzbekistan from 2016 till the present. In this context, it is determined
that there are deeply thought-out economic policies and legal frameworks in the
light of rapid reforms in this area. The researcher, as reviews the existing
shortcomings in this regard, highlighted the importance of the state, its agencies,
and the legal and physical entities operating in this sphere and of course, the
scientific and practical studies in overcoming them.

The second Chapter — “The Republic of Uzbekistan in the system of
international-legal cooperation in the sphere of tourism” consists of three
paragraphs.

The first paragraph is entitled “The peculiarities of Uzbekistan's legal and
institutional collaboration within the United Nations World Tourism
Organization” where the author of the dissertation examined the UNWTO and its
structure, functioning, its legal and institutional aspects. Then, the main directions

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of Uzbekistan’s cooperation with the UNWTO were systematized in the legal and
institutional context, as the only universal organization for the coordination of
tourism in the United Nations system. Moreover, international conferences that
were organized by the initiative of the organization and their analytical and legal
frameworks had been analyzed by the researcher. Namely, the Samarkand
Declaration on the Silk Road Development on the Great Silk Road (1994), the
Khiva Declaration on the Safeguarding of Tourism and Cultural Heritage (1999),
and the Bukhara Declaration on Tourism in the Great Silk Road (2002).

Considering the collaboration of this organization and the Republic of
Uzbekistan with another important humanitarian organization as the UNESCO, as
well as the legal framework of the tourism activity of this organization has also
been analyzed.

Moreover, the tourism potential of not only Uzbekistan but also of the
Central Asia region has been researched by focusing on the improvement of the
legal and institutional aspects of cooperation with the UNWTO and perfection of
its “Silk Road” office in the region.

The second paragraph of the second chapter of the research — “The legal
framework of collaboration of Uzbekistan with regional organizations in the
sphere of tourism”, examined the theoretical and legal foundations of practical
cooperation between the Republic of Uzbekistan and certain regional organizations
in the field of tourism.

It was emphasized that the cooperation within the Commonwealth of
Independent States (CIS) is based on the one hand agreements on cooperation in
humanitarian and tourism sphere, and on the other hand, the institutional body,
established under the mechanism of implementation of these treaties, is regulated
by the activities of the Council. The research focused on legal and institutional
aspects of effective cooperation in tourism, based on international legal norms,
expanding the scope of their activities.

Furthermore, the existing agreements and programs for the development of
tourism have been studied between the Republic of Uzbekistan and the Shanghai
Cooperation Organization. The researcher emphasized the prospects of multilateral
cooperation in tourism, based on the inter-regional nature of the organization. In
particular, the researcher suggested the organization the functioning of cooperation
among nongovernmental touristic organizations (tour operators and tour agencies)
of the SCO.

Considering the perspectives of the interests of member states and
cooperation in the framework of both regional organizations, it was analyzed the
meaning of conduct specific multilateral agreements (on ecotourism, pilgrimage
tourism, family tourism, youth tourism, etc.,) and “Road maps™.

The third paragraph of the dissertation entitled: “The significance of
bilateral agreements in further development of tourism in the Republic of
Uzbekistan”, which is devoted to a comprehensive theoretical and legal analysis of
bilateral collaboration in the field of tourism. The researcher seeks to cover the
essence of the treaty-legal framework for bilateral cooperation in the sphere of
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tourism, which is considered to be of strategic importance to the country's
economic sector.

It should be noted that the bilateral treaty basis in tourism of the Republic of
Uzbekistan has grown from year to year. Specifically, in 2013, the number of them
was 45, and in 2018 this figure will total up to 60'*. During the analysis of these
types of contracts, considering their features and object of regulation were divided
into two groups by the Ph.D. candidate, namely: 1. Bilateral agreements that
regulate tourism issues within other humanitarian cooperation agreements; 2.
Bilateral agreements of the Republic of Uzbekistan, which regulate only tourism
relations in the cooperation agreements. Moreover, intergovernmental and
interdepartmental agreements were also analyzed by the researcher. It has been
envisaged the prospects of existing cooperation and their legal aspects.

By continuing this comprehensive analysis, the author of the dissertation
drew attention to the legal basis of regional cooperation based on the Agreement of
Partnership and Cooperation, which is a specific treaty of the European Union.
Uzbekistan's relations with the European Union are based on the framework of the
Partnership and Cooperation Agreement, signed on 29 April 1996 between the
Republic of Uzbekistan and the European Community and its member states, and
entered into force on 1 July 1999. Article 61 of the PCA on collaboration in the
sphere of tourism was a material for analysis. Furthermore, the role of tourism in
the humanitarian sphere of the country and its legal and regulatory framework
were analyzed. It was also noted that the EU's new projects are in line with
research findings and suggestions. Thus, the efforts of both sides are important in
improving the legal and practical issues of multilateral cooperation in the region.

The third chapter of the dissertation consists of three paragraphs and entitled
— “The improvement the legal and institutional framework of international
cooperation of the Republic of Uzbekistan in the sphere of tourism”.

The first paragraph is entitled “The issues of implementing international-
legal norms in the sphere of tourism into the national legislation of the Republic of
Uzbekistan”. With this regard, the researcher noted that the Republic of
Uzbekistan had not join international-legal norms that directly regulate tourism
issues. It creates a variety of disparities in the country's regulation of this sector in
line with international standards. It was elaborated on comparative-legal analysis
of these deficiencies of the national legislation by comparing and analyzing
international-legal norms.

The researcher payed attention on the analysis of the UNWTO Framework
Convention on Tourism Ethics signed in 2017, by underlining that this legal act
reflects a new approach to the fundamental principles of the Universal Declaration
of Human Rights and the Code of Tourism Ethics, also by determining its
importance in the further development of tourism in the Republic of Uzbekistan.

The Ph.D. candidate continued the analysis of international norms and
defined the importance of the Quebec Declaration on eco-tourism for Uzbekistan.

1% According to the information which was learned by the researcher during her internship in the State Committee
for tourism development of the Republic of Uzbekistan.
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Specifically, the application and implementation of certain norms of the
Declaration emphasizes that Uzbekistan is a decent factor in defining the legal and
organizational issues that are required for the development of ecological and agro-
tourism.

Considering the development of the legal framework in tourism, the
researcher attempted to analyze the draft “Convention on protection of tourists and
the rights and responsibilities of tourist service providers” developed by the
UNWTO and submitted to the States for discussion. This Convention is a powerful
legal framework for the determination of the cooperation in the field of tourism,
and the “Hard Law” characterizing norm which would regulate the interaction
between the states and the subjects of tourist activities on actual tourism issues.

The researcher also noted the actual international legal norms for the
Republic of Uzbekistan — “Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities”,
which is planning to ratify. With this regard, it was elaborated on the consideration
of the rights of persons with disabilities in tourism during the process of
implementation of this Convention into the national legislation. The main focus
was on analyses of visits of people with disabilities as tourists to Uzbekistan, as
well as issues related to the tourism rights of such individuals and the issues that
arise in the implementation of this law.

The third Chapter, paragraph Il of the dissertation is entitled “The
development of legal and institutional framework of Islamic pilgrimage tourism in
the Republic of Uzbekistan”.

This paragraph is based on the scientific-theoretical, normative-legal and
practical directions, based on the purpose of the research aimed at improving the
type of tourism, which is being developed in the treaty-legal practice of the
Republic of Uzbekistan under the name of the newly established tourism as the
Islamic pilgrimage, “Ziyarah” tourism.

The researcher focused on not only the potential for the development of
historical and religious tourism but also explores the relations between the
Organization of Islamic Cooperation and its Member States and the normative
documents and drafts adopted in the field of tourism.

Furthermore, the researcher determined the legal and practical experience of
Malaysia, as one of the most Islamic tourism, “halal” tourism developed countries
in Asia and the Pacific region.

It should be underlined that the study of the experience of foreign countries
in the development of tourism and the introduction of its important and useful
aspects in national legislation and practice will have become an important factor in
further development of tourism in Uzbekistan.

The third paragraph: “The prospects of tourism in the conditions of
Uzbekistan's accession to the World Trade Organization and legal-institutional
aspects of foreign countries’ experience” 1S devoted to the World Trade
Organization's General Agreement on Trade in Services (GATS) analysis on issues
related to the perspectives for signing, which plays an important role in further
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integrating the Republic of Uzbekistan into the global community and contributes
to many debates.

It is well known that today theoretical and practical measures are being taken
to activate the negotiations on the admission of the Republic of Uzbekistan as a
WTO member. This creates a need for a comprehensive analysis of the prospects
of membership to this organization. The researcher analyzed the expected legal and
institutional changes in tourism by joining the organization of Uzbekistan. It
focuses primarily on the content of Appendix 1 B of the World Trade
Organization's General Agreement on Trade Services (GATS) and the obligations
and limitations of the countries involved in the agreement on tourism services and
their delivery.

Ph.D. candidate examined the experience of some foreign, which joined the
World Trade Organization's General Agreement on Trade in Services (GATYS),
which have been implemented the conditions of this agreement, and analyzed the
measures which were taken into consideration by these countries. Specific aspects
of these experiments are expected to be used in the negotiation procedure to be
carried out before the entry of the Republic of Uzbekistan to this organization.

It should be underlined that economic, legal and institutional issues related
to the signing of the contract for the services sector should be addressed in a
comprehensive complex manner. With this regard, it leads to deeper research on
this for Uzbekistan's membership to the organization.

CONCLUSION

The following scientifically credible conclusions were elaborated for further
development of international-legal cooperation of tourism in the Republic of
Uzbekistan:

l. Scientific-theoretical conclusions

1.  As a result of discussion held with official international institutions
and recognized international academicians, the authorial definition was developed:
Tourism — is a functioning executed (fulfilled) by tourist from the moment of his
trans-border or internal movement from usual environment regulated by
international-legal norms, bilateral agreements and national legislation. Here at, the
important factor- the motive of tourist should not be to earn economic profit (not
migration, not to work), it should be connected with pleasure, entertainment,
education, sport, and other aims, which are linked with personal, cultural and
spiritual functioning, and not exceed a year.

2. International-legal framework on cooperation in the sphere of tourism
of the Republic of Uzbekistan is researched by dividing into two groups: the first,
international-legal norms, where tourism possesses one of the important places,
among the regulation of several other humanitarian issues on international-legal
cooperation; and the second, the agreements which regulate the relations on
cooperation in the sphere of tourism.
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3. The important factor of law-making in the regulation of international
affairs in tourism is considered to be international conferences. It was determined
that, the results of conferences are the integral mechanism of legal regulation in the
form of agreements in international relations on tourism.

4, Considering continuous researches and formulation of international-
legal norms in the sphere of tourism, and notwithstanding their “soft law”
character, it was elaborated following definition: “International Tourism Law is
that developing sphere of international law consisting of formulating international-
legal norms and principles, which regulates the relations of subjects of
international law in the field of tourism”. The specific principles, which determine
the main aspects and directions of international tourism law have been complexly
analyzed. It was decided to analyze the history and development of legal and
institutional framework of tourism by dividing it into three periods after the
independence.

5. It was elaborated scientific analysis of Draft Convention of the
UNWTO of “Hard Law” character on the “Protection of Tourists and the rights
and obligations of Tourism Service Providers”, its significance on easiness of
touristic formalities in universal level. Moreover, its perspectives in the case of
ratification by states.

Il.  Proposals on development of international and national legal-

institutional framework

1. It was proposed to reform the UNWTO by establishing the UNWTO’s
Regional Commission for Central Asia, which will coordinate tourism activities
and sustainability in five states of the region. Considering that the norms of the
UNWTO Charter does not include functioning Regional Commissions, Article 7
(Part 5) foresees the organization of Committee of (only) joined parties, which did
not exactly determine the status of this Committee. This leads us to foreword
suggestions on creating a new Regional Commission by signing an Agreement
between the UNWTO from one side and Central Asian countries from another side
to organize Regional Commission for Central Asia.

2. It is suggested to sign “Roadmap” for preparing and organizing
considerable measures to maintain the functioning new Regional Commission of
UNWTO for Central Asia.

3. It is proposed the elaboration the “Road map” in the framework of
Central Asia countries on “Reformation the functioning of the UNWTO’s “Silk
Road” office”.

4, It is suggested the ratification of the last approved Convention of the
UNWTO — Framework Convention on Tourism Ethics from 2017 in the Republic
of Uzbekistan. The ratification of this Convention by the Republic of Uzbekistan
would effect on:

the development of the legal framework of tourism development in the
Republic of Uzbekistan;
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active participation of the Republic of Uzbekistan in the implementation of
international standards in the field of tourism development and solving the disputes
in the field of tourism ethics;

implementation of international — legal norms in the protection of natural
and cultural heritance from negative impacts of tourism and prevention of other
negative results, which are connected with tourism development;

implementation of requested measures on protection of tourists’ rights and
promotion of their safety.

5. It is recommended to participate and implement the norms of the
Quebec Declaration. It will solve the crucial legal and organizational issues for eco
and agro tourism development in Uzbekistan.

6. It is advised to enhance of the agreement in cooperation of tourism in
the framework of the CIS from 1994 by classifying different directions and forms
of tourism, regimentation of treaty relations, insurance of tourists’ risks, and
financial responsibilities of tour firms; and other questions, which are connected
with actualization of tourism issues.

7. It is suggested to sign Memorandum of Understanding on youth
tourism, child, family and agro, ecotourism between member states in the
framework of the CIS and SCO.

8. Creation of the Union of the Association of tour operators of the SCO
member States which will help to develop face-to-face dialogue of tour operators
and competition between them would lead to progress and cooperation of tour
operators in near future.

Q. It is suggested to add following norms in the new enhanced version of
the PCA:

- focus on strengthening development of a competitive and sustainable
tourism industry;

- liberalization of touristic formalities between the participants of
Agreement;

- cooperation in development of various types of tourism in a sustainable
manner (development cooperation on eco and agro tourism, youth and child or
family tourism etc.);

- implement the practice of European Union member states in terms of
organization of visa-free regimes in Central Asia;

- partnership on regional cooperation of non-governmental organizations in
the sphere of tourism to support the sustainable development of tourism (as the
example of ECTAA, in the case of establishment of the Association of touristic
agencies and tour operators of Central Asian countries);

- coordination of functioning special Committee for tourism development.

- to establish a new special Committee on tourism in the basis of the new
enhanced Partnership and Cooperation Agreement.

11. It is proposed to sign more detailed agreements in the field of tourism
depending on local terms and possibilities of the states, about the visa facilitation
of formalities, about duties of the states to provide the terms of the simplified
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access to the medical aid for the tourists and the qualities of rendered medical
service, on health insurance and provision of medical aid to the tourists, about
measures on simplification of administrative, judicial and other legal procedure
concerning foreign citizens (during their temporary stay).

12. In order to increase the investments to the sphere of tourism and
protect heritage it is suggested to sign tri literal agreements with the participation
of the State Committee of the Republic of Uzbekistan for tourism development,
international financial and humanitarian organizations and other governmental and
non-governmental organizations of Uzbekistan, which functioning is connected
with tourism.

13. It is proposed below Amendments for the “Law on tourism” of the
Republic of Uzbekistan:

a. it is suggested to revise the Law by implementing the international
standards into national legislation within the framework of the UNQO’s “Sustainable
Development Goals™;

b.it would be expedient to define the role of the authorized body in the
sphere of tourism concerning the fight against the use of the tourism as an illegal
migration, labor and other exploitation purposes in Uzbekistan.

c. to add the norm on guaranteeing the safety of tourists and excursionists
through warning from the damage to the natural environment, also to the material
and spiritual values of the state and society;

d. revising the Art.24 by clearly determining international cooperation and
relations of the Republic of Uzbekistan with other subjects of international law, to
add the norms on international, regional and bilateral cooperation of authorized
governmental body;

e. it is proposed to add the Article to the new draft of Law on tourism of the
Republic of Uzbekistan regarding to “forms and varieties of tourism” by including
terms of “eco-tourism” and “ziyarah (pilgrimage) tourism”.

14. It is advisable to adopt special “Road map” on Development of
ecotourism in Uzbekistan by the State Committee of the Republic of Uzbekistan
for tourism development.

15. It is suggested while ratifying the UN Convention on the Rights of
Persons with Disabilities and adopting the Law “On the protection of the rights of
people with disabilities” of the Republic of Uzbekistan to include the appropriate
norms on rights of people with disabilities in tourism.

16. It is recommended to sign special Memorandum of Understanding
between the Organization of Islamic Cooperation and the Republic of Uzbekistan
for the Development of Islamic pilgrimage tourism. Proposal about establishment
of institutional mechanism for the realization of Memorandum of Understanding
between the OIC and the Republic of Uzbekistan in the form of Working group or
Special Commission.

17. It is suggested to adopt Bylaws (Decree) of the Cabinet of Ministers
of the Republic of Uzbekistan on “Measurements for development of Ziyarah
tourism conditions in the Republic of Uzbekistan”.
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18. In order to solve problems related to the liberalization of trade in
tourism services, it is suggested to adopt the Appendix on Tourism of the GATS
under the WTO. This Appendix has an important impact on international and local
regulation of this issue.

19. Before joining to the WTO the Republic of Uzbekistan should develop
Special Action Program to regulate tourism services, admit foreign tourist
companies to the market, and on joining a number of agreements. In particular, on
the basis of governmental regulation it is advisable to elaborate an effective
legislation in the sphere of tourism industry.

20. It is suggested to establish legal acts, which regulate the issues of
various types of tourism (as ecotourism and Islamic pilgrimage tourism),
standardization in various segments of tourism industry and tourism product.

I11. Scientific-practical proposals.

1. Realization of studying the teaching course for master students -
“International Tourism Law” in the academic process of the Universities of the
Republic of Uzbekistan, which functioning is connected with tourism, international
relations, international economic and legal relations will be considered as
implementation of international tourism law in Uzbekistan.

2. It is suggested to adopt a joint program with UNWTO- UNESCO-
Uzbekistan on sustainable tourism development, which deals with
internationalization and implementation of international standards on sustainable
tourism development in Uzbekistan. This program mainly will focus on supporting
employment in the sphere of tourism, poverty alleviation and education in the
sphere of tourism.

3. If Uzbekistan will join the WTO, the national legislation of the
country in the sphere of tourism should be fully taken into account, so not only the
provisions of the WTO documents that regulate tourism services, but also the law
enforcement mechanism of the WTO and foreign countries’ practice in the field of
tourism as well.

4. It is proposed to organize a network of representative offices of the
State Committee for tourism development of the Republic of Uzbekistan in foreign
countries, where Uzbekistan possesses embassies or consulates for promotion of
tourism potential and development.
