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INTRODUCTION (abstract of DSc thesis)

The importance of the dissertation topic and demand for it. Ensuring the
rights of citizens to a favorable natural environment by ensuring the sustainable
development of settlements in the world is becoming increasingly important. In this
case, protection of settlements from negative anthropogenic impact, selection of
optimal forms of nature use in such areas, ensuring the growth of ecologically
oriented economy, implementation of “green” standards in construction activities
are recognized as important areas of sustainable development. According to the UN,
the world’s population reached 8 billion in 2021 and will increase to more than 2
billion by 2050%. By the middle of the 21st century, the urban population will
increase by an average of 200,000 people per day, with seven out of ten people living
in urban areas?. Under such conditions, the volume of natural resources involved in
economic circulation, the amount of damage to the environment will increase, and
the volume of land allocated for industrial, transport, communications, energy and
other economic purposes will also increase. In this case, in settlements, which are a
natural-anthropogenic system, it is important to ensure the environmental safety of
the population.

The main environmental problems in the world that need to be addressed in
settlements are atmospheric air, water, soil pollution, the effects of noise, the
reduction of green areas in cities and adjacent areas, lack of a unified state policy on
environmental development of cities, the partial greening of spatial planning and
urban zoning. The solution to these problems is to move to the path of green growth,
increase energy efficiency and development of renewable energy sources, the
introduction of waste-free technologies, green the construction process (including
the construction of energy-efficient buildings and housing), the introduction of
environmentally friendly innovative technologies, improvement of organizational
and legal measures for environmental protection in settlements to achieve
compliance with the norms of trees and other green areas in settlements, effective
management of activities related to household waste.

These directions are a priority in the state environmental policy of the
Republic of Uzbekistan, and at the current stage of reforms in the country,
comprehensive program measures are being taken to ensure that citizens live in
ecologically safe and comfortable environment in settlements. In particular,
systematic measures are being taken within the framework of the Action Strategy
for the five priority areas of development of the Republic of Uzbekistan for 2017-
2021 and the state programs adopted for its implementation®. As a logical

This dissertation research serves to a certain extent to execute the tasks set
out in the Laws of the Republic of Uzbekistan “On Nature Protection” (1992), “On
Ecological Expertise” (2000), “On Environmental Control” (2013), “On protection
of the atmospheric air”, Urban Development Code (2021), Land Code (1998), “The
concept of environmental protection of the Republic of Uzbekistan until 20307,
approved by the Decree of the President of the Republic of Uzbekistan on October
30, 2019, No. DP-5863, Resolution “On measures to implement the national goals
and objectives in the field of sustainable development until 2030, approved by the
Resolution of the Cabinet of Ministers of the Republic of Uzbekistan on October 20,
2018, No. 841, “Strategy of the Republic of Uzbekistan for the transition to a green
economy in 2019-2030”, approved by the Resolution of the President of the
Republic of Uzbekistan on October 4, 2019, No. RP-4477 and other relevant laws.

entrepreneurial activity in settlements through the introduction of the institute of
environmental impact assessment is proven (Centre for Environmental Law
Macquarie University (Australia), University of Groningen (the Netherlands);
relation of international, European and national legislation on environmental quality
is defined by revealing the need for greening the system of legislation in the field of
urban planning and construction (Indiana University (the United States), Utrecht
University (the Netherlands); effective legal mechanisms have been developed to
mitigate the negative effects of global climate change by establishing green zones
in settlements and expanding the use of renewable energy sources (Yale Center for
Environmental Law & Policy (the United States), Stockholm Environmental Law
and Policy Centre (Sweden); the need for modernizing the complex of recycling of
household waste in urban areas, improving the legal mechanisms to encourage
entities that use environmentally friendly methods of production, energy-saving
technologies, is justified International Sakharov Environmental Institute of the
Belarusian State University (Belarus), Moscow State University (Russia).

In our country, the relevant issues of this topic, in particular, the legal
requirements for the greening of construction activities in settlements, legal issues
of zoning of settlements, legal regulation of public administration in the field of
natural resources in settlements have not been specifically studied.

The relation of the dissertation topic to the scientific research works of
the higher educational institution where the dissertation was prepared. The
topic of the research was approved at the meeting of the Council of the Tashkent
State University of Law of the Ministry of Justice of the Republic of Uzbekistan on
May 29, 2017 (Protocol No. 10) and included in the program of research plans of
the university.

The research aims at the development of proposals and recommendations
aimed at improving the legal framework for the use and protection of natural
resources in settlements and improving the efficiency of its use.

The objectives of the research are as follows:

analysis of the general characteristics and principles of use and protection of
natural resources in settlements;

study the stages of development of legislation in the field of use and
protection of natural resources in settlements;

determination of the role and importance of lands of settlements in ensuring
sustainable development of settlements;

disclosure of the legal nature of environmental and legal support of
construction activities in settlements;

development of proposals and recommendations on the greening of
construction activities in settlements;

study of ecological and legal requirements for zoning of settlements in the
Republic of Uzbekistan;

study of issues of legal support for the use of natural resources in settlements;

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determination of the importance and specific features of organizational and
legal measures for environmental protection in settlements;

The object of the research is ecological and legal relations related to the use
and protection of natural resources in settlements.

The subject of the research is legislation on the environment of settlements,
the practice of their application, international and foreign experience in the field, as
well as the existing conceptual approaches and scientific-theoretical views in legal
science.

The research methods. Research methods such as observation, analysis,
generalization, logical, systematic, historical, comparative-legal were used in
writing the research work.

The scientific novelty of the research is as follows:

the existence of a need to establish a legal procedure for providing the
temporary use of a land plot or part of it used by a farm to another legal entity or
individual is scientifically substantiated,;

the need for the participation of the Council of the Federation of Trade Unions
of Uzbekistan and the Ministry of Health of the Republic of Uzbekistan, as well as
the State Committee for Tourism Development of the Republic of Uzbekistan in the
organization of recreation zones, is proven;

According to the joint recommendation of the District Council of Farmers,
Dehkan Farms and Owners of Household Lands and the District (City) Council of
Uzbekistan Youth Union, the legislative procedure for allocating land plots to young
citizens of the Republic of Uzbekistan will increase the efficiency of land use in
settlements;

simultaneously with the development of draft master plans of citizens’
assemblies of mahallas, the need for the development of a scheme of urban
development of adjacent mahallas in the process of developing detailed planning
projects of rural settlements is substantiated from the legal and urban planning point
of view;

in the provision of land for permanent use by auction for business and urban
planning activities, legislation establishing non-payment of fees for the conclusion
of the selection of land for the construction of facilities subject to environmental
review by the bodies of the State Committee for Ecology and Environmental
Protection will be the basis for the development of the green economy;
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Legislative establishment of the State Committee of the Republic of
Uzbekistan for Ecology and Environmental Protection and its territorial bodies as
the authorized body in the field of identification of arbitrarily constructed buildings
and the organization of their liquidation (demolition), in addition to the requirements
established by land and urban planning legislation, determines the need to comply
with environmental and legal requirements in the use of lands of settlements.

The practical results of the research are as follows:

Suggestions for improving the Land Code of the Republic of Uzbekistan, the
laws “On Dehkan Farms”, “On Protected Natural Areas” will serve to ensure the
right of citizens to use the lands of settlements, improving the procedure for
allocating land plots of settlements, as well as determining the legal status of
protected natural areas in settlements.

The current demographic situation in the planning of rural areas of the country
requires consideration of their future expansion. Planning of urban development of
mahallas adjacent to rural settlements will be the basis for the development of the
social infrastructure of the existing rural area, thus ensuring the right of citizens to
a comfortable living environment.

Today, the work on building “green cities”, “green building” and ‘“green
economy” is gaining momentum around the world. The Republic of Uzbekistan is
also taking certain measures in this direction. In the implementation of such projects,
especially important is the greening of the construction process, the construction of
energy-efficient buildings, the use of building materials that meet environmental
standards. Therefore, the fact that the State Committee for Ecology and
Environmental Protection conducts ecological expertise of buildings constructed for
business purposes, the non-payment of fees for the conclusion of the selection of
land plots, contributes to the development of the green building.

One of the most pressing problems in the settlements is the arbitrary
occupation of land plots and the construction of illegal structures on them. The
commission of such offenses leads to a violation of the state’s property rights to land
and impedes the exercise of the legal rights of citizens and legal entities to land. The
participation of the State Committee for Ecology and Environmental Protection of
the Republic of Uzbekistan and its territorial bodies as an authorized body in the
detection and elimination of unauthorized constructions serves to the prevention of
such offenses, to increase the effectiveness of their elimination.

The reliability of research results. The results of the study are based on the
norms of international and national law, the experience of developed countries, the
practice of law enforcement. The results of the analysis of statistical data are
summarized and registered. Conclusions, suggestions and recommendations were
tested and their results were published in leading national and foreign publications.
Some of the results obtained have been approved by the competent authorities and
put into practice.

The scientific and practical significance of the research results. The
scientific significance of the research lies in its scientific-theoretical conclusions,
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practical suggestions and recommendations in future research, lawmaking, law
enforcement, interpretation of relevant legislation in the field of ecology and land,
improvement of national legislation and “Environmental Law”, “Land Law” and
“The right of natural resources” can be used to further enrich the science and theory.
Relying on the theoretical aspects of the research will allow conducting new
research on the legal regulation of relations in the field of use and protection of
natural resources in settlements, improvement of legislation in this area, the
greening of urban planning and construction legislation, the introduction of green
standards in construction.

The practical significance of the research results is reflected in the legislative
activity, in particular in the process of preparation and introduction of amendments
and additions to normative legal acts, in improving the practice of law enforcement,
in the educational process of higher legal education institutions.

The implementation of research results. The results of the study were used
in:

the proposal of dehkan farms to transfer the inherited land plots or a part of
these land plots to legal entities and individuals for temporary use to grow
agricultural products by agreement of the parties was used in the development of
Article 4 of the Law of the Republic of Uzbekistan of September 29, 2020, No.
LRU-639 “On introducing amendments and addenda to some legislative acts of the
Republic of Uzbekistan to increase the efficiency of use of agricultural and forest
lands”. This proposal is reflected in the seventh part of Article 9 of the Law of the
Republic of Uzbekistan “On Dehkan Farms™ No. 604-1 (Reference of the Legislative
Chamber of the Oliy Majlis of the Republic of Uzbekistan No. 04/4-05-3 of January
11, 2021). The implementation of this proposal will serve to prevent the illegal use
of land by citizens and increase the efficiency of land use;

the recommendation to establish recreation zones by decisions of local state
authorities on the joint presentation of the State Committee for Tourism
Development of the Republic of Uzbekistan, the Council of the Federation of Trade
Unions of Uzbekistan and the Ministry of Health of the Republic of Uzbekistan was
used in supplementing the second part of Article 38 of the Law of the Republic of
Uzbekistan “On Protected Natural Areas” No. 710-1 of December 3, 2004
(Reference of the Legislative Chamber of the Oliy Majlis of the Republic of
Uzbekistan No. 04/4-05-3 of January 11, 2021). Participation of the State
Committee for Tourism Development of the Republic of Uzbekistan in the
organization of recreation zones contributes to the development of domestic tourism
in the country;

the proposal of the District Council of Farmers, Dehkan Farms and Owners
of Household Lands of Uzbekistan and the District (City) Council of Uzbekistan
Youth Union on the allocation of land for a lifelong inheritance to young citizens is
used in Article 2 and Article 4 of the Law of the Republic of Uzbekistan of
December 21, 2018, No. LRU-506 “On introducing amendments and addenda to
some legislative acts of the Republic of Uzbekistan in connection with the
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improvement of the mechanism of efficient use of arable land in agriculture”. This
proposal is reflected in the first part of Article 55 of the Land Code of the Republic
of Uzbekistan of April 30, 1998, and Article 8 of the Law of the Republic of
Uzbekistan “On Dehkan Farms” No. 604-1 (Reference of the Legislative Chamber
of the Oliy Majlis of the Republic of Uzbekistan No. 04/4-05-20 of February 12,
2019). Allocation of land plots to young citizens for farming serves to ensure
employment and property rights of young people;

the proposal for the development of a scheme of urban development of
adjacent mahallas in the process of developing detailed planning projects of rural
settlements, along with the development of master plans of areas of mahalla citizens’
assemblies is used in the development of the fourth paragraph of Item 2 of the
resolution of the Cabinet of Ministers of the Republic of Uzbekistan of July 31, 2019
No. 639 (Reference of the Department of Legal Support of the Cabinet of Ministers
of the Republic of Uzbekistan of January 6, 2021 No 12/21-01). The implementation
of this proposal will be the basis for the development of social infrastructure in rural
areas;

the proposal on the determination of no fee for permanent auction of land
plots for business and urban planning activities and the conclusion of the State
Committee for Ecology and Environmental Protection on the selection of land plots
for the construction of facilities subject to ecological expertise is used in the
preparation of the paragraphs 4 and 9 of the Regulations on the procedure for
allotment of land plots for entrepreneurial and urban planning activities through an
electronic online auction, approved by the Cabinet of Ministers of the Republic of
Uzbekistan of December 25, 2019 No. 1023 (Reference of the Department of Legal
Support of the Cabinet of Ministers of the Republic of Uzbekistan of January 6, 2021
No. 12/21-01). Non-collection of such payment will be the basis for the
establishment of certain benefits for entrepreneurs operating in the construction
industry and will contribute to the development of “green construction” in this area;

The proposal on granting the State Committee of the Republic of Uzbekistan
for Ecology and Environmental Protection and its territorial bodies the status of
authorized state bodies in the field of identification of buildings built arbitrarily and
the organization of their liquidation (demolition) is used in the development of
paragraph 4 of the Regulations on the procedure for identification and the
organization of liquidation (demolition) of the arbitrarily constructed building
approved by the Resolution of the Cabinet of Ministers of July 5, 2017 No. 467 “On
additional measures to ensure strict compliance with the legislation on urban
planning and land in the construction of settlements, as well as to further improve
the procedure for allocating land for business purposes”. (Reference of the
Department of Legal Support of the Cabinet of Ministers of the Republic of
Uzbekistan of January 6, 2021 No. 12/21-01). The transfer of such authority to the
State Committee for Ecology and Environmental Protection of the Republic of
Uzbekistan will serve to increase the effectiveness of prevention and elimination of
offenses related to the arbitrary acquisition of land.
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The approbation of the research results. The research results have been
shared at 9 scientific conferences, including at 3 international and 6 republican
scientific and practical conferences.

The publication of the research results. 26 scientific works were published
on the topic of the research, including 3 monographs, 14 scientific publications
recommended for publication of the main scientific results of doctoral dissertations
of the Higher Attestation Commission of the Republic of Uzbekistan (in 12
republican and 2 foreign magazines).

The structure and size of the dissertation. The dissertation is made up of
the introduction, four chapters, the conclusion, the bibliography and appendices.
The dissertation consists of 265 pages.

THE MAIN CONTENT OF THE DISSERTATION

The introductory part of the dissertation covers the relevance of the research
topic, the level of study of the problem, the goals and objectives of the research,
object and subject, methods, research hypothesis, the main cases, scientific novelty,
theoretical and practical significance of research results, their implementation,
approbation, publication of results and structure of dissertation research.

The first chapter of the dissertation is devoted to “General characteristics and
legal nature of the use and protection of natural resources in settlements”. It
explains the concept, nature and principles of use and protection of natural resources
in settlements, the stages of development of legislation in the field of use and
protection of natural resources in settlements, the problems of sustainable
development of settlements and the legal status of settlements.

Today, the legal protection of the environment is gaining new content and
importance. In the last century, ecological-legal relations were mainly aimed at
preserving the environment in its natural state and passing it on to future generations.
To date, one of the main objectives of environmental relations is to ensure the
quality of the environment in anthropogenically changed areas, especially in
populated areas, strict adherence to environmental standards in such areas and thus
ensure the right of man to a comfortable environment.

The concept of “settlement”, which is one of the anthropogenically changed
areas, has been variously defined by experts in the legal literature, which mainly
takes into account socio-economic factors. During the research, as a result of the
study of scientific and theoretical concepts and current legislation, the following
definition of the concept of “settlement” was developed: settlement means a city,
town, village located within the boundaries established by town-planning
documents, having the status of an administrative-territorial unit, with a permanent
population.

In explaining the concept and characteristics of settlements, special attention
should be paid to the distinction between urban and rural settlements. Although the
current legislation does not have clear criteria for distinguishing between urban and
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rural settlements, the legal regime of urban and rural settlements is radically
different. Article 12 of the Urban Planning Code of the Republic of Uzbekistan
stipulates the division of settlements into cities, towns and villages. In our opinion,
the classification of settlements takes into account their size, social and demographic
composition of the population, the nature of economic and social development and
their diversity in other respects, their ecological status.

Harmful environmental consequences in cities are usually directly related to
the level of territorial location of manufacturing forces, and the high population
density has a direct serious impact on the natural environment. However, the biggest
negative impact on it is made not by the population, but by industry, energy,
transport and other facilities. In addition, the largest concentration of manufacturing
forces is also characteristic of urban settlements.

At the videoconference chaired by the President of the Republic of
Uzbekistan Shavkat Mirziyoyev on August 24, 2021, on measures to improve the
environmental situation, effective organization of tree protection and expansion of
green areas, it was noted that over the past 4 years, industrial enterprises have
doubled, the amount of dust in cities has increased by 4 times, green areas in the
country have decreased by 3-4 times, there are cases of construction in vacant areas
between apartment buildings, cutting trees despite the moratorium, reducing green
areas.

At the same time, several tasks were given to create green zones and public
parks in cities, to turn 70% of parks into green areas and not to build buildings in
them, to reconsider the types of trees planted in cities, to have greenery in each
district of Tashkent, the organization of green zones’.

In recent years, the importance of protecting the environment and providing
a comfortable living environment for citizens has been recognized in our country.
However, the solution of both socio-economic and environmental problems at the
same time is manifested as a complex process in the life of society. At the same
time, even though economic and environmental interests are integrated with their
social direction, the process of harmonizing and coordinating them has been going
on for many years, because they are aimed at ensuring the quality of human life,
such contradictions arise due to the constant impact on the natural environment, as
a result of its use.

In the current situation, the environmental policy of the country sees the
solution of socio-economic problems that ensure the preservation of a favorable
environment as an urgent task. In particular, the Concept of Environmental
Protection of the Republic of Uzbekistan until 2030 also sets out several measures
aimed at protecting the environment in cities. To achieve this goal, the state
traditionally sets certain tasks and provides certain mechanisms (regulatory,
organizational, economic, environmental, information-analytical, ideological) for

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the implementation of state policy in the field of development of measures related
to environmental protection.

The system of “nature — man — city”, which serves as a basis for meeting all
types of human needs in ensuring the stability of the environment in the city, stands
out. By maintaining the balance of the natural and social system in the city, man
maintains the environment in a comfortable condition and thus ensures his quality
of life in this environment. It must meet a high level of quality, both for nature itself
and for the person in the city. In this regard, one of the important conditions for
sustainable development is to ensure the harmony of ecological, economic and
social aspects of urban development. This principle forms the basis of environmental
protection in cities.

The socio-economic and environmental problems of cities and the growing
urbanization were discussed by the participants of the UN Habitat |11 Conference on
Housing and Sustainable Urban Development (October 17-20, 2016, Kyoto,
Ecuador). Kyoto Declaration on environmentally sustainable cities and settlements
for all was adopted at the conference. This urban development program sets goals
to ensure the openness, security, soundness and environmental sustainability of
cities and settlements.

It is impossible to meet the diverse needs of the people without taking into
account the environmental requirements in the city. At the same time, the
ecologically clean environment in the city creates opportunities for all-round human
development. Man needs not only a psychologically healthy urban environment, but
also an ecologically harmless environment, and the natural environment also
requires careful treatment, creating the conditions to meet human needs.

Environmentally sound planning for the development and construction of
urban areas is also one of the important principles of sustainable development. This
is due to the principle of combining environmental, economic and social aspects of
urban development. This principle reflects the ecological component of the urban
environment as a natural-social system and is considered a deterrent. This principle
Is @ measure that does not allow to increase human needs to the extent that they do
not meet the capabilities of nature, and at the same time reflects a comprehensive
approach to spatial planning.

“Environmentally based activities” means activities that are environmentally
oriented, environmentally sound or meet environmental requirements, as well as a
set of measures when planning the development and construction of urban areas or
the protection of the natural environment or compensation for damage to the
environment as a result of these activities.

In our view, within the framework of the concept of sustainable development,
it is necessary to create a comprehensive system of specific environmental and legal
measures that should be applied in planning the development and construction of
urban areas. In particular, several factors must be taken into account when planning
the development and construction of cities: environmental conditions (pressure on
the environment in terms of physical, chemical, biological parameters and
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components of the natural environment; accumulated damage to the environment
and other factors); health status of urban population (able-bodied and disabled);
population by age groups) and its (population) level of education; type of cities and
the number of population; specialization of the city (priority sectors of economy,
science, technology or possession of unique historical, cultural, etc. monuments in
its territory); natural and geographical factors (ambient temperature, availability of
water bodies, number of sunny or rainy days, the most common natural phenomena,
including the predictable, seismic activity of the area, flood zones, etc.); urban
planning factors (nature of existing construction, characteristics of priority capital
construction projects in the city, development of public places, street and road
network system, etc.).

This approach is fully in line with the UN’s new Urban Development Program
(Habitat 111), which states should follow in developing public policies that address
the needs of a competitive economy, high quality of life and a sustainable
environment.

One of the important types of settlements is rural settlements. Settlements that
meet the criteria established by law are recognized as rural settlements. The main
feature of rural settlements is the participation of a large part of the able-bodied
population in agricultural production. In rural areas, manufacturing industries are
becoming increasingly dangerous sources of pollution. Agriculture is recognized as
one of the main factors polluting the environment. World practice shows that this
industry is increasing its impact on the environment, primarily through the use of
chemicals and the construction of large livestock complexes, and in recent years the
production of genetically modified products.

One of the leading factors in accelerating production in agriculture is
agrochemicalization. Extensive use of mineral fertilizers, pesticides leads to
environmental pollution in the production of agricultural products. Therefore, one
of the consequences of economic development is the large-scale production of toxic
waste that pollutes the air, water and soil. The problem of chemical pollution of the
environment, including the pollution of rural settlements, is of global importance.

This situation requires the implementation of comprehensive organizational
and legal measures to regulate the treatment of toxic waste in rural areas.
Historically, the legal regulation of environmentally sound management of toxic
substances has been developed within the framework of industrial legislation in the
field of protection of water, soil and atmospheric air. Protecting the environment
from pollution by toxic substances determines the need for an environmentally
sound approach to toxic substances in the process of interaction between society and
nature.

In the dissertation work, the legislation in the field of use and protection of
natural resources in settlements is studied in 3 stages, based on the history of its
formation.

The first stage is the stage of the formation of environmental legislation in the
field of use and protection of natural resources in settlements (1991-2002). At this
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stage, the main legislation in the field of ecology has been adopted. In particular,
basic laws on nature protection, ecological expertise, environmental monitoring,
protection and use of flora and fauna, use and protection of forests, water, land and
subsoil resources, atmospheric air protection, waste management have been
adopted. At this stage, Chapter 7 of the Land Code of the Republic of Uzbekistan,
adopted on April 30, 1998, defines in detail the legal status of lands of settlements
(cities, towns and rural settlements). In particular, the document regulates the
composition of lands of cities and towns, boundaries of settlements, suburban zones,
the procedure for allocation, withdrawal and repurchase of land in cities and towns,
lands of urban and township construction, lands of rural settlements and several
other issues. We consider it expedient to develop a new, directly applicable Land
Code, taking into account the fact that today land relations are radically improving,
many reforms in the field of privatization of non-agricultural land, land allocation,
construction activities. The second stage is the stage of improvement of
environmental legislation in the field of use and protection of natural resources in
settlements (2003-2016). At this stage, over the past years, the quality of the
legislative process in the field of ecology in our country has improved, and the
content has been gradually improved. A legal framework has been created in
accordance with international norms aimed at the rational use of natural resources
and the protection of public health. Environmental protection is enshrined in the
relevant articles of the Constitution, as well as in about thirty laws and numerous
bylaws on environmental issues. State programs and national action plans are being
implemented systematically. The role of NGOs and the public in the environmental
protection system has been significantly expanded. The third stage is the stage of
gradual democratization and modernization of environmental legislation in the field
of the use and protection of natural resources in settlements (2017-2021).

The next paragraph of the dissertation, entitled “Problems of sustainable
development of settlements and the balance of legal status of lands of settlements”
provides a scientific and legal basis for the importance of proper use of this category
of land in ensuring sustainable development of settlements. According to the
definition developed by the author, lands of settlements are lands that are
distinguished from other categories of the state land fund by their specific features,
legal status, the main purpose of use, lands designated for this purpose in the land,
urban planning and land management legislation.

Settlement lands are, first of all, settlements of the population. Legal relations
related to this category of lands arise from the relations related to the provision of
natural rights of citizens to land use (living, settling on land and building housing
for this purpose) and the placement of legal entities with different forms of
ownership on a territorial basis. Settlement lands are not only a certain category of
land fund, but also an administrative-territorial unit with a boundary set by the state.

Privatization can also be applied to settlement lands. In the privatization of
such lands, it is mandatory to take into account the requirements of the documents
of territorial planning and urban zoning of settlements. In the Republic of
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Uzbekistan, the land fund remains mainly state-owned. However, due to the
privatization of land plots, they are increasingly attracted to civilian treatment.
According to the current legislation, land plots are privatized in connection with the
buildings located on them. Civil legal relations concerning the land are developing
mainly based on residential lands — urban lands. Nevertheless, state land control
remains unchanged. Today, the methods of ensuring land-related property rights of
citizens and legal entities are also improving.

Another important issue related to settlement lands is related to the activities
of horticultural and viticultural companies. In particular, farms and other buildings
have been built on the land plots of these companies, and although there are cases
of permanent residence of the population, most of these buildings remain
unregistered. To ensure the efficient use of farmland in settlements, the state is
taking various economic support measures.

The use of settlement lands will not be the same. Urban and rural lands may
have several commonalities in their legal status. For example, such commonality is
observed in the uniformity of the composition of urban and rural lands. Activities of
the state, such as the design of urban and rural settlements, management, allocation,
seizure of these lands, are applied to urban lands in the same way as urban lands.
The lands of rural settlements, on the contrary, have a peculiar character, and they
are closely connected with agricultural production.

The second chapter of the dissertation is entitled “Ecological and legal
regulation of construction activities in settlements in the context of
intensification of urbanization”. It studies the ecological and legal support of
construction activities in settlements, the prospects for the greening of construction
activities in settlements, the ecological and legal requirements for zoning of
settlements.

The largest environmental impact activity in populated areas is closely related
to construction. The influence of construction activities on individual objects of
nature is differentiated, even though they are practically integral under the
influence of the general laws of nature. The construction of buildings disrupts the
natural state of the environment, while the construction work leads to a change in
the quality characteristics of the natural object. For example, in most cases,
construction work leads to the destruction of the fertile layer of the land plot. The
impact of construction activities on components of nature such as atmospheric
air, fauna and flora is indirect and usually does not require special permission.

The state of the environment is in many ways inextricably linked with the
greening of the construction industry. Greening of the construction industry
envisages the adoption of a system of organizational, legal, economic,
technological, technical and other measures aimed at improving the efficiency of
nature use, reducing the harmful effects on the environment, ensuring a favorable
environment and ecological safety of natural objects for construction and throughout
the life cycle of the building or structure.
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The current legislation stipulates that housing construction facilities must be
equipped with energy-efficient and energy-saving equipment at the stage of design,
construction and installation works, as well as obtain an energy audit passport before
their commissioning. It is also planned to harmonize national norms and rules of
urban planning with international norms and standards in 2021-2025. Legal
regulation using the environmental-legal mechanism of construction activities has
long been applied. At present, the greening of the construction industry is also an
important aspect of the modernization of the country’s economy. In particular,
increasing energy efficiency and rational use of natural resources through
technological modernization and development of financial mechanisms is one of the
main tasks of the Strategy of the Republic of Uzbekistan for the transition to a green
economy in 2019-2030.

Green building is an integrated concept that involves the use of
environmentally friendly materials in the construction of buildings and structures,
increasing the energy efficiency of buildings and structures and minimizing their
negative impact on the environment. The introduction of green construction
requirements will ensure the greening of the construction industry and is the most
important condition for reducing harmful effects on the environment, reducing the
consumption of natural resources (including energy) and their rational use.

Green standards allow the use of the same criteria for assessing the harmful
effects on the environment, regardless of the location of buildings and structures.
The green certification system allows consumers to compare the level of impact of
buildings on the environment. The green (environmental) standards adopted by
organizations play an important role in forming the rules that ensure green
construction in the country. The development of green construction in Uzbekistan
Is also ensured through the popularization of this concept and increasing the overall
level of environmental culture and environmental activity of citizens.

Urban zoning is used as an important direction of environmental zoning in the
implementation of construction activities. Zoning is the division of urban planning
according to its functional purpose, defining the types of urban use and restrictions
on the use of these types in urban planning. Zoning can be considered as a complex
legal institution, a method of determining the legal regime of lands, as well as a legal
process.

Information on the zoning of territories and town-planning regulations of
territorial zones is included in the state town-planning cadastre and determined in
the general scheme of population settlement in the Republic of Uzbekistan, in
attachment schemes of urban planning, in zoning schemes, in sectoral schemes,
district (district group) planning projects, in the general plan of the settlement and
development of the territory of the settlement in the sectoral schemes, as well as in
detailed planning projects.

Territorial zoning is the activity of zoning of the territory of the settlement
and determination of their legal regime in town-planning documents and
construction rules, the coordinated legal regulation of the use of the land by the
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relevant bodies in the field of town-planning, organization and use of buildings and
constructions.

Zoning implies restrictions on the use of certain zoning areas for urban
planning activities. In the process of planning and construction of settlements, the
main measure of urban planning to ensure their environmental safety is the
functional zoning of settlements. Urban zoning defines the types of their use and
Imposes certain restrictions, as well as the zoning of areas during the urban planning
period for the development of settlements.

The third chapter of the dissertation is entitled “Legal support for the
use and protection of natural resources in settlements”. It covers up the legal
provision of the use of natural resources in settlements, organizational and legal
measures for the protection of the environment in settlements, public administration
in the field of environment in settlements as a factor of environmental sustainability.

It is common for settlements to have the right to use natural resources based
on licensing. The use of farm or natural resources and other activities that adversely
affect or may affect the state of the natural environment shall, as a rule, be carried
out based on special licenses. Types of activities that require the existence of a
special license and the form of special licenses issued for such a type of activity
shall be determined in accordance with the legislation. Typically, such activities
cover all forms of the special use of natural resources, including subsoil use,
deforestation, use of water for industrial purposes, emissions of pollutants into the
atmosphere, waste disposal, and so on. Such a legal institution of environmental
licensing is becoming more widespread in the Republic of Uzbekistan.

In accordance with environmental legislation, concepts such as a permit (for
example, waste storage or waste disposal), as well as a forest ticket, apply in addition
to a license. In our opinion, it is expedient to include in the legislation the concept
of “permission” instead of such different approaches. Strengthening the concept of
a permit in the legislation on environmental protection and use of natural resources
as “‘a document that gives the legal entity or individual the right to carry out activities
in the use of natural resources under certain conditions established by the competent
authority in the manner prescribed by law” creates the basis for not making different
interpretations of this concept. The inclusion of such a definition in the concept of
“permit” allows to distinguish the concept of “permit” from the concept of “license”.
In this regard, we believe that “license” and “permit” are analogous concepts, but
there are some differences between the concepts of “license” and “permit”.

Environmental protection in populated areas is one of the priorities in
ensuring environmental safety. The object of environmental protection in
settlements is the environment of settlements containing natural, natural-
anthropogenic and anthropogenic elements. In such a case, attention is paid not only
to the preservation and rational use of environmental components in the territory of
settlements, but also to ensure the quality of the living environment.

To achieve the Sustainable Development Goals of the UN Global Agenda for
the period up to 2030, National goals and objectives in the field of sustainable
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development until 2030 have been approved by the Resolution of the Cabinet of
Ministers No. 841 of October 20, 2018 “On measures to implement the National
Goals and Objectives in the field of sustainable development until 2030”. To
implement the measures set out in Goal 11 “Ensuring transparency, security and
environmental sustainability of cities and settlements”, a separate environmental
protection strategy (roadmap) should be developed for each region.

In this case, in the sustainable development of settlements, special attention
should be paid to the improvement of regional infrastructure, taking into account the
local ecosystem, development of networks and activities using advanced,
economical and environmentally friendly technologies that adapt to local
conditions, creation of favorable living conditions for the population in rural
settlements.

To provide a “comfortable living environment” for the population in cities
and villages, it is necessary to clearly define the quantitative criteria for green areas.
The protection of the green fund of settlements implies a system of measures to
ensure the preservation and development of the green fund, which is necessary to
stabilize the environmental situation and create a favorable environment.
Landscaping should be understood as the activities of local civil society institutions,
legal entities and citizens in the cultivation (restoration) of trees and shrubs of
natural and artificial origin within urban and rural settlements.

In protecting the environment of urban and rural settlements, landscaping
involves improving the appearance and quality, landscaping, sanitary cleaning and
maintenance of facilities such as buildings and structures, roads, crossings, squares,
corridors, engineering networks, bridges, overpasses, dams, shores, beaches,
hydraulic structures, monuments, transport facilities and structures, lighting.

Legislation on urban planning includes standards for compliance with the
requirements of environmental protection and rational use of natural resources,
security of areas and protection from natural and man-made emergencies in the
development of urban planning and design documents for construction and
development of settlements. Therefore, to determine the legal status of ecological
disaster zones within the settlements, we propose to include in the Land Code of the
Republic of Uzbekistan another category of the land fund — “lands of ecological
disaster zones”.

The main purpose of sanitary and epidemiological protection of the
environment in settlements is to ensure the sanitary and epidemiological well-being
of the population, that is, to ensure that public health and the human environment
are free from dangerous and harmful factors. The creation of sanitary protection
zones (landscaping, demolition of residential buildings) should be provided in the
projects of enterprises and structures, taking into account the addition to the cost of
construction and reconstruction of the facility.

Today, public administration bodies operating in the field of use and
protection of natural resources in the settlements of the country can be divided into
general and specially authorized state bodies. The Cabinet of Ministers of the
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Republic of Uzbekistan and local public authorities shall be included in the general
competent public administration bodies. The powers of these bodies in the sphere
are determined not only by the legislation on their activities, but also by the
legislation in the field of environment.

The State Committee for Ecology and Environmental Protection of the
Republic of Uzbekistan, Ministry of Construction of the Republic of Uzbekistan,
Cadastre Agency under the State Tax Committee of the Republic of Uzbekistan,
Ministry of Health of the Republic of Uzbekistan, State Committee for Industrial
Safety of the Republic of Uzbekistan are the main public administration bodies with
special powers in the field of use and protection of natural resources in settlements.
The Ministry of Agriculture of the Republic of Uzbekistan exercises certain powers
in determining the order of use of agricultural lands in settlements and ensuring their
protection, the Ministry of Internal Affairs of the Republic of Uzbekistan in the
prevention and enforcement of offenses related to environmental pollution of
settlements, the Ministry of Emergency Situations of the Republic of Uzbekistan in
the protection of the population from man-made emergencies (ensuring
environmental safety).

It should be noted that the specially authorized state bodies, in addition to the
implementation of the tasks specified in the legislation in the field of ecology,
organize their activities in the forms specified in the Charter. These forms of
governance include law-making, law enforcement, and legal protection activities.
To protect the environment in settlements, public authorities use the methods of
permitting, prohibition, consent, and mandatory instructions.

The fourth chapter of the dissertation is entitled “Foreign experience and
prospects for improving the legislation on the use and protection of natural
resources in settlements”. The legislation of some foreign countries on the use and
protection of natural resources in settlements, issues of improving the legal
framework for the participation of public and civil society institutions in the use and
protection of natural resources in settlements, prospects for improving legislation on
the use and protection of natural resources in settlements are analyzed in this
chapter.

In this chapter, the issues of the use and protection of natural resources in
settlements are studied based on the experience of developed countries. In this
regard, the positive experience of France, Germany, Italy, the United States and
China was analyzed, and proposals were developed to address the existing problems
in the settlements of our country in this area. The experience of China, South Korea,
Denmark and Sweden in building ecological cities was also studied.

The participation of public and civil society institutions in the use and
protection of natural resources in the settlements of citizens is also examined in this
chapter. Expanding public participation in the approval of master plans for cities
and other settlements is determined as an important tool in protecting the property
and other rights of citizens. Civil society institutions in the Republic of Uzbekistan
based on long-standing historical traditions may participate in the implementation
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of environmental monitoring in urban areas, information policy in cities, close
cooperation with the public, active partnership and cooperation with public
authorities, management activities aimed at the development of cities through the
solution of environmental problems through urban planning.

One of the clear achievements of public participation in the legislation in
recent years is the improvement of the institute of public control, the strengthening
of the status of inspectors of public environmental control. However, the low level
of public awareness of the legal possibilities significantly reduces the effectiveness
of these norms. In this regard, we consider it expedient to ratify the Convention on
Access to Information, Public Participation in Decision-Making and Access to
Justice in Environmental Matters (Aarhus Convention, 1998).

It is also important to effectively organize the process of environmental
education and upbringing among the population in solving problems in the sphere.

One of the important achievements of the new version of the Urban
Development Code is that Chapter 6 regulates in detail the process of public control
in the field of urban planning. An important step in this process is the public
discussion of the master plans of settlements. Of course, the establishment of this
legal mechanism is important in ensuring the legal participation of citizens in this
sphere. Therefore, the mandatory conduction of such discussions, territoriality (in
each settlement), equal opportunities for participation, access to information,
openness is the main principles of public discussions. In our opinion, based on these
principles, it is expedient for the Councils of People’s Deputies to determine the
procedure for organizing and conducting public hearings for the relevant territory,
to ensure that the results of these public hearings are considered by officials.

The last paragraph of Chapter 4 of the dissertation explores the prospects for
improving the legislation on the use and protection of natural resources in
settlements. The author scientifically substantiates the implementation of
environmental policy in cities according to the following basic principles:
development of mechanisms to prevent negative impacts on urban ecology, ensuring
the priority of environmental issues in urban planning, economic and business
decisions, the supremacy of the legitimate environmental interests of the urban
population over the interests of entrepreneurship, compensation for damage
(polluter pays), interaction of the city administration with the city population in
solving the ecological problems of the city.

The unfavorable environmental situation in the settlements is a major part of
the country’s environmental problems. This situation has a negative impact on the
health of the population of our country. To improve the quality of life, working and
leisure conditions of the urban and rural population, it is necessary to develop key
areas for improving legal protection in this area. In this case, first of all, it is
necessary to develop and apply legal norms governing the actions of individuals and
legal entities in the field of environmental safety of the urban population and the
provision of a favorable environment in cities. To improve the legislation on
environmental protection in cities, it is expedient to adopt a separate law “On
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environmental protection in urban areas”.

It is also expedient to adopt the Regulation “On public associations for the
protection of the environment in cities” to increase the importance of environmental
activities of public organizations. It determines the order of formation of these
structures, their rights, as well as their relationship with government agencies.

Another issue related to the environmentally safe development of settlements
Is related to ensuring the safety of settlements located in mountainous and foothill
areas at risk of floods, mudflows and landslides. It should be noted that there is no
effective control, a complete and effective mechanism for the resettlement of
citizens living in hydrometeorological and geologically dangerous areas of the
country.

Taking into account the above, to ensure the environmental safety of
settlements in mountainous and foothill areas, it is advisable to adopt a separate
Government decision, which would approve a roadmap with clear deadlines for
addressing shortcomings in this area. At the same time, it is expedient to establish
in the Code of Administrative Liability the administrative liability for land
allocation without the relevant conclusions of the State Service for Monitoring of
Hazardous Geological Processes.

CONCLUSION

Legal literature in the field, the practice of law enforcement in the use of
natural resources in settlements and the legal order of their protection, study and
analysis of statistical data and legislation of foreign countries became the basis for
the development of the following scientific-theoretical rules and practical
recommendations on the legal order of use and protection of natural resources in
settlements:

I. Scientific and theoretical conclusions:

1.1. The following author’s definition of the concept of ‘“sustainable
development of a settlement” has been developed: sustainable development of a
settlement is a development that is balanced, constantly supported, self-sufficient,
acceptable, as well as meeting the needs of the present without compromising the
ability of future generations to meet their own needs. The sustainable development
of a settlement largely depends on the implementation of environmentally sound
activities in the settlement. Environmentally based activities in settlements are
activities that focus on the priority of environmental standards in the planning and
design of the area, activity that is aimed at maintaining the quality of the
environment in settlements, rational use of natural resources in the area, ecologically
justified or meet environmental requirements.

1.2. The following author’s definition of the concept “Legal status of lands of
settlements” is developed: Legal status of lands of settlements means a set of legal
instruments established by the legislation on taking other legal measures by public
authorities for determination of the procedure for the use and protection of land
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resources within the boundaries of settlements, and the rights and obligations of the
subjects of ecological law to lands, implementation of urban zoning and spatial
planning, development and approval of rules for the use of natural resources and
construction, determination of the targeted use of natural resources in the permitted
directions, regulation of construction, ensuring sustainable development of
settlements.

1.3. The purpose of rational use of natural resources in settlements is to place
ecologically acceptable economic, social, business and other facilities that do not
Impose excessive norms of damage to the environment, the impact on the
environment and human health that does not exceed the standards of harmful effects
established by environmental legislation. The implementation of construction
activities in settlements is characterized by a method of intensive impact on natural
objects, the implementation of which requires the protection of the environment and
its components. Although the implementation of construction work is always
associated with land use, the right to carry out construction work is an element of
the right to use natural resources — land, water, forests and subsoil.

1.4. Green building is the use of environmentally certified products developed
based on the environmental standards in the construction process, the construction
of energy-efficient buildings and housing, the introduction of environmentally
friendly innovative technologies, to ensure that the negative impact of the
constructed buildings and structures on the environment during operation is
minimal. The introduction of green building requirements will ensure the greening
of the construction industry and is the most important condition for reducing harmful
effects on the environment, reducing the consumption of natural resources
(including energy) and their rational use.

1.5. Zoning plays an important role in ensuring the coherence of construction
work in settlements. There are three types of zoning: 1) “permissive-restrictive”
zoning; 2) ecological zoning; 3) “organizational and managerial” zoning. Ecological
zoning is based on a set of administrative, economic, legal and environmental
measures aimed at ensuring the protection and preservation of all components of the
natural environment by the state, as well as the implementation of the right of
citizens to ecologically safe life, preventing harm to their health and well-being.
Ecological zoning can be of two types: 1) zones protecting of natural objects and
complexes; 2) zones that ensure the safety of environmentally unfavorable areas.

1.6. In the process of organizing industrial production in settlements, general,
additional and special requirements for environmental protection are established.
The general requirements include environmental quality standards, sanitary rules,
compliance with technical regulations, land reclamation, landscaping, necessary
measures to restore the natural environment in the decommissioning of the facility
and are of general importance.

Additional requirements are determined by the need to protect certain types
of natural objects. In particular, the legislation on water requires the placement,
design, construction, reconstruction, commissioning of farms and other facilities, as
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well as the need to take into account their impact on water bodies and the
environment in the introduction of new technological processes.

Special requirements apply to industrial enterprises and certain types of
economic activities. In particular, additional environmental requirements and
obligations are set for the subjects of economic activity dealing with chemicals that
are the object of hazardous production. These include licensing, compulsory
environmental insurance of related risks.

1.7. The environment of settlements is a qualitatively new natural and social
phenomenon. Ensuring its sustainability implies the management of construction,
industry, production and other areas of economic activity in cities using
environmental standards. The environment of settlements is assessed as a natural-
anthropogenic system. Its sustainable development is ensured not only by the
environmental laws of nature, but also by the targeted activities of man to maintain
ecological balance in settlements. This targeted activity is inextricably linked with
the process of greening the construction industry and environmental, urban
planning, sanitary norms and requirements.

1.8. In the matter of ensuring a high quality environment in the city, the
following are necessary forms of participation of civil society institutions:
implementation of information policy on the state of the urban environment, the
main “link” in the establishment of close cooperation between local authorities and
the population, participation in the implementation of environmental monitoring,
public environmental control and public environmental review, solving
environmental problems by urban planning.

Il. Suggestions and recommendations aimed at further improving the
legal acts of the Republic of Uzbekistan:

2.1. To clearly define the system of environmental protection measures in
settlements, Chapter 8 of the draft Ecological Code of the Republic of Uzbekistan,
entitled “Environmental requirements in the implementation of economic and other
activities” should specify environmental requirements in the design and construction
of settlements; environmental requirements for the location of nuclear power plants;
environmental requirements for the projection of objects of economic and other
activities; requirements for environmental protection from noise, vibration,
electromagnetic fields and other physical influences in separate articles.

2.2. It makes sense to develop a new, directly applicable Land Code taking
into account that land relations are now radically improving, land plots are sold
based on property rights, lease rights and the right of permanent use, the importance
of the content of land use rights, application of digitization in the process of land
allocation, its implementation, as well as many reforms in the field of construction
activities.

2.3. Climate change, winds, floods, extreme temperatures, and an increase in
various diseases among the population pose new challenges to environmental security.
The lack of unified legislation on environmental insurance in the Republic of Uzbekistan
creates certain obstacles to the state support of the population by improving this area,
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compensation for environmental damage caused by man-made conditions, i.e. the wider
application and implementation of the insurance process in our country. Therefore, based
on the experience of developed countries, it is proposed to adopt the Law of the Republic
of Uzbekistan “On Environmental Insurance”.

2.4. The Concept of Environmental Protection of the Republic of Uzbekistan
until 2030 and Measures to implement the National Goals and Objectives in the field
of sustainable development until 2030 does not provide specific mechanisms for
their implementation. Taking these into account, we believe that to implement this
concept and the National Goals and Objectives, a separate Environmental Protection
Strategy (roadmap) should be developed for each region.

2.5. To promote green standards in the construction process at the expense of
the budget, it is expedient to establish the requirements of the tender documents for
the purchase of goods, works, services to meet the needs of the state and society for
construction products with environmental certificates. It is also worth noting in the
legislation the rule of giving preference to the bidder who proposes to carry out
construction in accordance with the green standards in the allocation of land for
construction based on the auction (tender).

2.6. To eliminate shortcomings in the field of waste in the Republic of
Uzbekistan and improve the regulation of relations in this area, it is expedient to
adopt a separate normative legal act in the field of waste management, in particular
household waste. This document should include measures for the initial sorting of
waste, collection, decontamination, disposal, effective organization of the system of
recycling and reuse of household and industrial waste with useful components,
waste accounting, certification, the establishment of mechanisms for the
organization and implementation of the state cadastre of landfills and utilization of
waste, prevention of illegal generation of waste, improving the sanitary condition of
landfills, reducing the amount of household waste sent to landfills, creation of
modern landfills in accordance with the requirements of sanitary and environmental
standards, as well as reclamation of existing landfills, strengthening control over
strict compliance with the rules and requirements for the storage, disposal and
utilization of waste in the sanitary protection zones.

2.7. Taking into account the importance of the transfer of urban planning
norms and rules to the ecological model in the current context of accelerating
urbanization, within the framework of the concept of “modern city”, which is widely
used in international and foreign countries, it is necessary to set environmental
requirements for cities in our country, including the requirement to have an
ecological “belt” around modern, newly built cities, including recreation and green
zones. In this regard, one of the main requirements for urban planning activities set
out in Article 10 of the Urban Development Code — the requirements for
environmental protection and environmental safety — should be disclosed in a
separate article. It is expedient to set requirements for green zones, including in
settlements. It will also be necessary to clearly define in the legislation the criteria
for the quantification of green areas in settlements, to develop and implement

regulations that include the norms of vital green areas for each population in large
cities.

I11. Suggestions and recommendations for improving the practice of legal
regulation of the use and protection of natural resources in settlements:

3.3. Addressing current issues for cities should take into account modern
methods of influencing social relations based on the level of “pollution” of cities. In
this regard, it is expedient to introduce an annual procedure for conducting an
“environmental rating” of cities by the State Committee for Ecology and
Environmental Protection with the broad involvement of the public.

3.4. The fact that the amount of dust and gas in the cities of our country for
the last 4 years has exceeded the norm by 4 times, green areas in the country have
been reduced by 3-4 times, an increase in the number of cases of construction in
vacant spaces between multi-storey houses creates the need to introduce the practice
of social expertise in the implementation of urban planning activities. The
application of the practice of social expertise in the implementation of urban
planning activities will be an effective measure in protecting the environment of
urban settlements as a serious means of social protection of the local population
from urban planning arbitrariness.

3.3. Taking into account the fact that today the overcrowding in settlements,
especially in Tashkent, Nukus and regional centers has a negative impact on the
environment, it is advisable to declare a moratorium on construction work until the
approval of the master plan of districts (cities) or for a year. It should be noted that
the construction work started based on the approved project will be completed, and
new construction projects will not be approved during the moratorium. It is also
necessary to clearly define in the legislation the terms of consideration and approval
of master plans of cities.

3.4. One of the important directions of environmental protection in urban
settlements is economic incentives, in particular, the regulation of payments for
environmental pollution in cities. An analysis of the current situation shows that
businesses benefit more from polluting the environment and not investing in its
protection. The amount of applicable standards for environmental pollution charges
Is insufficient. They are losing their incentive role as a result of the indexation of
existing payments lagging far behind the inflation rate. Therefore, the indexation of
payments for environmental pollution in cities should take into account the real
growth of inflation in the current period. At the same time, to ensure the targeted
nature of the use of these funds, it is necessary to create a system of targeted budget
funds by allocating these funds from various payments for environmental protection
and rehabilitation in cities.

3.5. Based on the experience of developed foreign countries, to improve the
system and legislation on environmental protection and rational use of natural
resources in the settlements of our country it is necessary to fully introduce a system
of classified waste collection and delivery, clearly define the economic incentive
mechanisms for compliance with this system, encourage the ecologically
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responsible activity of large business entities, revise and differentiate the system of
liability for violations of waste disposal requirements in settlements, actively
promote the concept of responsible consumer among the population, radically revise
the waste recycling activities and widely introduce modern technologies in this area,
switch from waste to biofuels, energy, expand public participation in urban
planning, accelerate the development of urban plans.

3.6. It is necessary to ensure that each city has promising master plans for 10-
30 years to ensure the sustainable development of settlements, mitigate the negative
effects of environmental problems in cities, as well as to protect the population from
urban planning arbitrariness. In the development of master plans for cities in the
country, it is expedient to plan a gradual transition to the construction of ecological
cities in the medium term, to identify measures to expand the powers of local
authorities to protect the environment in settlements.
