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INTRODUCTION (annotation of the Doctor of Philosophy (PhD)

Relevance and necessity of the research topic. Regulating the relationship
of man to nature and technology, to the external world surrounding him and to the
objects and events in it, scientific research of this type of relationship is one of the
urgent tasks today. The need for legislation and scientific research in this area is
particularly increased by the emergence of new mechanisms in the relationships
between “man and nature”, “man and technology”, and “man and robot”. According
to the index “The World Justice Project Rule of Law Index”, one of the main
requirements of the assessment is the determination of normative and certain
technical rules. As a result of these indicators, technical regulations have gained
prominence in the legislation of some foreign countries.

The field related to the creation of legal and technical norms in the world, in
particular, the legal system and its structural structure, the concept and legal nature
of legal and technical norms, the role of legal and technical norms in the system of
social regulation and their relationship with other social norms, types and forms of
legal and technical norms as well as structural structure, functions of legal-technical
norms, issues of increasing the efficiency of legal-technical norms in the legal
system are given special attention as a research direction of significant scientific
Importance.

The national legislative system, which forms the basis of the legal system of our
country, in particular, the legal and technical norms included in this system and their
legal foundations, modernizing the tasks and powers of the competent bodies in this
regard, and increasing the effectiveness of the legal and technical norms in various
aspects of society are comprehensive. legal reforms are being implemented.
“Development of the concept of development of the legislation of the Republic of
Uzbekistan™! is one of the priority tasks defined in the development strategy of New
Uzbekistan for 2022 - 2026, which defines the further improvement of the legislation
on legal and technical norms that are part of the national legal system as an urgent task.

Nevertheless, it can be noted that the issue of legal-technical norms, which are
part of the legal system of our country, has not been comprehensively studied at the
level of a monographic research work.

The connection of the study with the research plans of the higher
educational institution where the dissertation was completed. The dissertation
work was carried out within the framework of the scientific research work “Priority
directions for further improvement of the law-making process in the reform of the
state and society construction system” included in the research plan of the Tashkent
State Law University.

The purpose of the study. It consists of scientific analysis of theoretical and
practical issues related to legal and technical norms in our country, existing problems
in this field, development of directions for improvement of the legislation regulating
these relations and development of scientifically based conclusions, proposals and
recommendations.

Tasks of research. The implementation of this scientific-research work is
intended to solve the following tasks:

researching the concept, essence, legal nature and social significance of legal-
technical norms;

analysis of the role of legal-technical norms in the system of social regulation
and their interaction with other social norms;

study and scientific research of the types, forms and structural structure of
legal and technical norms;

study the functions of legal and technical norms in the legal regulation system;

systematic analysis of the representation of legal and technical norms in the
national legal system of developed foreign countries and the legal system of
Uzbekistan;

development of scientifically based proposals regarding existing problems in
the formation, development and implementation of legal and technical norms and
ways to solve them;

Development of conclusions, proposals and recommendations on increasing the
efficiency of legal and technical norms in the national legal system of Uzbekistan.

The object of the study. The expression of legal and technical norms in the
legal system of our country and theoretical and practical issues related to the field
are the object of research.

The subject of research. It consists of legal documents related to legal and
technical norms, law enforcement practice, legislation and practice of some foreign
countries, statistical materials, conceptual approaches and scientific-theoretical
views available in legal science.

Research methods. Dialectical, analysis, analysis, synthesis, generalization,
comparative-legal, logical, historical, statistical, sociological, systematic-structural,
survey, formal-legal methods of knowledge were used in the research.

The scientific novelty of the research is as follows.

the need to improve regulatory documents in the field of technical regulation
Is justified by analyzing the problems of individuals and legal entities related to
technical regulation;

it is based on the need to eliminate excessive bureaucratic procedures, first of
all, to reduce the burden of regulation on business activities, to optimize regulatory
documents in the field of technical regulation;

the issue of preventing the introduction of legal norms into normative
documents in the field of regulation is technically based;

It is based on the requirement that all regulatory documents pertaining to
technical regulation be subjected to mandatory legal examination by the Ministry of
Justice of the Republic of Uzbekistan, with a positive outcome requiring their
consideration and implementation.

The practical results of the research are as follows:
The author's definitions of the concepts of “legal system” and “legal-technical
norms” were developed;
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Article 241 of the Law of the Republic of Uzbekistan "On Atmospheric Air
Protection™ with the following contents was developed,;

A draft of Article 77 of the Code of Administrative Responsibility of the
Republic of Uzbekistan was developed;

A proposal was developed on the adoption of the procedures "Risk assessment
criteria, taking appropriate restrictive measures by state control bodies" and “On the
operation of the system of rapid mutual notification of high-risk products” approved
by the relevant decision of the Cabinet of Ministers of the Republic of Uzbekistan;

An author's proposal was developed regarding the adoption of the Regulation
“On the procedure for evaluating the conformity of products based on the
requirements of technical regulations” and the List of “certain types of products with
a high level of danger”, approved by the decision of the Cabinet of Ministers of the
Republic of Uzbekistan;

The author's proposals on the adoption of the laws of the Republic of
Uzbekistan “On toxic substances”, “On eliminating the consequences of
environmental damage, compensation and compensation”, “On the suitability of
drinking water”” have been developed.

The draft Law of the Republic of Uzbekistan “On Technical Regulation” has
been developed.

Reliability of research results. The results of the research are summarized and
formalized with relevant documents based on international law and national legal
norms, the experience of developed countries, the practice of applying the law, and
the results of statistical data analysis. Conclusions, proposals and recommendations
were approved, and their results were published in leading national and foreign
publications. The obtained results were approved by the competent state bodies and
put into practice.

Scientific and practical significance of research results. The scientific
significance of the research results is based on the scientific and theoretical
conclusions, suggestions and recommendations of the evaluation of the effectiveness
of local government representative bodies, conducting scientific research,
interpreting the relevant norms of legal documents, improving the national
legislation, and teaching subjects such as “Theory of the State and Law”,
“Constitutional Law” and it is determined by the possibility of using it for further
enrichment from a scientific and theoretical point of view.

The practical importance of the research results is determined by the
possibility of use in improving the practice of applying legal and technical norms, as
well as in educational processes, seminars and trainings organized in higher education
Institutions, and in the preparation of educational and methodological manuals.

Implementation of research results. The scientific results of the research
work were used in the following:

A proposal to improve regulatory documents in the field of technical regulation
by analyzing the problems of individuals and legal entities in the field of technical
regulation - was taken into account in the development of the fourth paragraph of
clause 2 of the decision (deed No0.12/21-76 dated November 3, 2022 of the Legal
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Assurance Department of the Cabinet of Ministers of the Republic of Uzbekistan).
The implementation of this proposal will serve to improve regulatory documents in
the field of technical regulation;

The proposal to eliminate excessive bureaucratic procedures, first of all, to reduce
the regulatory burden on business activities, to optimize regulatory documents in the
field of technical regulation. “On Events” decision No. 110 was taken into account
when developing the second paragraph of Clause 2 (Deed No. 12/21-76 dated
November 3, 2022 of the Legal Assurance Department of the Cabinet of Ministers of
the Republic of Uzbekistan). The implementation of this proposal will serve to optimize
regulatory documents in the field of technical regulation;

The proposal to prevent the inclusion of legal norms in regulatory documents
in the field of technical regulation is the Decree of the President of the Republic of
Uzbekistan dated May 19, 2020 “On measures to further improve the activities of
judicial bodies and institutions in the implementation of the state legal policy”
PF-5997, paragraph 5, fifth was taken into account in the development of the
paragraph (deed No. 12/21-76 dated November 3, 2022 of the Legal Assurance
Department of the Cabinet of Ministers of the Republic of Uzbekistan). The
implementation of this proposal will serve to determine the relevant provisions in
the development of regulatory documents in the field of technical regulation;

Technically, the proposal regarding mandatory legal examination of regulatory
documents in the field of regulation in the Ministry of Justice of the Republic of
Uzbekistan and the implementation of the procedure for taking into account and
entering into force after receiving a positive conclusion is the order of the President
of the Republic of Uzbekistan dated May 19, 2020 “Activity of judicial bodies and
institutions in the implementation of state legal policy” PF-5997 Decree No. 5997
was taken into account in the development of the sixth paragraph of paragraph 5
(deed No. 12/21-76 dated November 3, 2022 of the Legal Support Department of the
Cabinet of Ministers of the Republic of Uzbekistan). The implementation of this
proposal will technically serve to determine the norm regarding the legal
examination of normative documents in the field of regulation.

The cases where regulatory legal acts provide for the obligation to agree on the
draft of the national standard, it is necessary to agree with the interested parties until
the approval of this project, during the general discussion period, the draft national
standards are in the technical committee dealing with standardization issues, and in
case of its absence, they must hold a technical discussion at the national
Standardization body, as well as proposals related to implementation, within sixty
calendar days from the date of the official discussion of the national standards of the
project, marking on the official website and all of these processes are considered in
formation and development of parts 6, 7 and 8 of the Article 18 of the Law of the
Republic of Uzbekistan “On standardization™” dated from 3" of November 2022 No.
LRU-800 (Act No. 06-13/67 of Committee on Judicial-legal issues and Anti-
corruption of Senate of the Oliy Maijlis dated from 6 December 2022)
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Approbation of research results. The results of this research were tested at
4 scientific conferences, scientific-theoretical seminar and roundtable discussions
including 3 international, 1 national scientific-practical conference.

Publication of research results. Based on the results of this research, a total
of 10 scientific papers were published, including 6in scientific journals (1 in foreign
journal) and 1 scientific collection of abstracts.

The structure and scope of the dissertation. The dissertation consists of an
introduction, three chapters, a conclusion, a list of references and appendices. The
volume of the work is 141 pages.

THE MAIN CONTENT OF THE DISSERTATION

In the introduction (dissertation annotation) part of the dissertation, the
relevance and necessity of the research topic, the compatibility of the research with the
priority directions of the development of science and technology of the republic, the
degree of research of the researched problem, the connection of the dissertation topic
with the scientific research work of the higher educational institution where the
dissertation is being carried out, the goals and tasks, object and subject of the research
, methods, scientific novelty and practical result of the research, reliability of research
results, scientific and practical significance, implementation, approval, publication, as
well as the size and structure of the dissertation are explained.

A sociological survey with more than 500 respondents was conducted as part of
the research. The opinions of public representatives were studied through this survey
regarding the ideas put forward regarding the resolution of certain controversial issues
during research work, as well as the conclusion of scientific research. This sociological
study was significant because it included experts and specialists who deal with legal
and technical norms in their work and daily activities.

The first chapter of the dissertation, titled “Legal-technical norms as a
structural element of the legal system” consists of three paragraphs. The first paragraph
Is devoted to the legal system's concept and structure. It delves into the concepts of
“National legal system” and “Structural elements of the legal system”, researching their
methodological foundations and explaining their scientific and theoretical foundations.

Legal, social, and legal-technical norms, as well as particular facets of how they
are implemented, are analyzed in relation to trends in the development of the national
legal system.

The directions of improving the national legal system of the Republic of
Uzbekistan based on the principle of “for human dignity” have been researched. In
particular, special attention is paid to issues such as creating comfort for them in raising
human dignity, developing new legal institutions based on this idea, and modernizing the
quality of legal and technical norms as a means of implementing the law.

Based on the conducted scientific research, the researcher came to the conclusion
that “legal-technical norms are at the same time one of the integral components of the
national legal system”.

The second paragraph of this chapter is dedicated to “The concept and legal
nature of legal-technical norms”, in which legal-technical norms and their specific
characteristics are scientifically analyzed.
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During the research, a social survey was conducted regarding the understanding
of legal and technical norms among people, the existence of an idea about such norms.
To the question “Do you know about legal and technical norms?”, 15.1 % of the
respondents answered that they do not have any information, 24.7 % answered that they
have partial information. Or, when asked “What is your opinion about the social
consequences of non-compliance with legal and technical norms...”, 90.4 % of the
respondents noted that it can cause negative consequences.

Based on the study of public opinion, the dissertationer came to the conclusion
that it is necessary to provide citizens with a broader understanding of legal and
technical norms, and to shed light on its importance and necessity.

The following author's definition of legal-technical norms has been developed:
“legal-technical norms are the norms of technical activities, which determine the
relationship of a person with nature, technology, medicine, and the environment and
tools around him, as well as guidelines and manuals issued by the state, a set of rules
recorded in the form of technical standards”.

On the basis of the scientific research during the research, the analysis of various
concepts, ideas and opinions, the following specific aspects of legal and technical norms
are highlighted:

firstly, legal-technical norms embody technical characteristics, that is, such
norms reflect important rules in the relationship between man and technology, the use
of technology, the norms of its use;

secondly, the legal-technical norms express “subject-object” relations in their
content, that is, they reflect the norms of working with nature, its objects, labor tools,
various technical tools, medicine, pharmaceutical instructions, and their use;

thirdly, juridical-technical norms show the rules of technical actions in content;

fourthly, non-observance of technical norms, their use without having special
knowledge and skills can cause certain consequences;

fifth, if social norms regulate the mutual and collective relations of people,
technical norms are aimed at regulating the relations of people with technology;

sixthly, legal-technical norms are a unique link that helps a person to understand,
understand and correctly use scientific and technical achievements, the world
surrounding a person, medicine and other areas that require special knowledge;

seventhly, legal-technical norms will have the characteristics of legal norms
without losing their organizational-technical characteristics, that is, they are established
by the state, they reflect the will of the majority, are reflected in special regulatory
documents;

Eighthly, legal and technical norms are also the main means of determining the
reasonable proportions of “human and nature” and “human and environment” relations.

In the third paragraph of the first chapter, “The role of legal-technical
norms in the system of social regulation and their relationship with other social
norms” is analyzed.

The dissertation asserts that legal and technical norms, social norms, and social
relations are interconnected to the point where relationships between, for example,
human and their environment, human and technology, and human and labor tools are
integral to the system of social regulation.
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Technical norms embody the rules for using objects, technical tools and
mechanisms of animate and inanimate nature. For example, a person's use of appliances
such as a washing machine, refrigerator, iron, and computer equipment is based on
certain guidelines and recommendations. Instructions for the use of such equipment are
interpreted as technical safety rules and are noted to be of great importance for human
safety.

The dissertant came to the following conclusions based on the opinions about the
role of legal and technical norms in the system of social regulation mentioned in this
paragraph, their interrelationship with other social norms:

First, social norms, socio-technical norms, legal-technical norms, technical
norms act as a whole mechanism in the system of social regulation. In this case, certain
technical norms represent human social interests;

Second, in social regulation, legal-technical norms are as important as social
norms and are an integral part of human daily activities;

Third, the role of legal and technical norms in social regulation is to ensure human
life, health, and safety; it is evident in the protection of property and environment, as well
as in ensuring the rational use of natural resources and equipment;

Fourth, legal-technical norms as an integral part of the system of social
regulation regulate the scope of relations consciously observed by a person;

Fifth, legal-technical norms are inextricably linked with social norms, and they
act as a whole under human influence;

Sixth, legal-technical norms and social norms differ according to the social
relations regulated by them, but they are closely interrelated, and social regulation is
impossible without one of them;

Seventh, the rapid development of current science and technology shows the role
and importance of legal-technical norms in the system of social regulation as an
Important subject of jurisprudence.

The second chapter of the dissertation is entitled “Classification, structural
structure and functions of legal-technical norms”, in which there is a comparative
legal analysis of the experience of developed foreign countries regarding the types,
forms, components, functions of legal-technical norms and the harmony of legal-
technical norms with the national legal system. analysis is explained.

In the first paragraph of this chapter entitled “Classification and Structural
Structure of Legal-Technical Norms”, the researcher scientifically analyzed the
opinions and classifications of a number of scientists on the types of legal-technical
norms and entered into a scientific debate with them.

The author justifies his opposing opinion as follows: “the views of the Russian
scientist on the classification of legal-technical norms are not fully detailed, that is, they
did not cover all types of legal-technical norms. As an example, legal norms can be
classified according to the subject of legal regulation. In particular, legal-technical
norms act within the framework of certain regulatory subjects through a number of
regulatory legal documents related to relationships such as man and technology, man
and nature. Traffic rules and fire safety rules are among them”.

Based on the analysis of various views, ideas and opinions regarding the
classification and structural structure of legal and technical norms, the researcher
came to the following conclusions:
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legal-technical norms are classified as legal norms, divided into specific types
and forms according to their specific characteristics;

relations between man and nature, man and technology are manifested in the
form of pure technical norms, socio-technical and legal-technical norms;

the relationship between man and nature, man and technology is manifested
as situations that cause legal responsibility depending on the negative consequences
that arise as a result of this relationship, and on the contrary, do not cause legal
responsibility;

technical norms and socio-technical norms are mainly of a recommendatory
nature for a person, and their compliance is important for human life, health, and
safety;

regardless of how the legal-technical norms are expressed, they regulate the
scope of specific social relations that are important for society and the state:

legal-technical norms are recorded mainly in the form of hypothesis and
disposition in terms of structural structure according to their uniqueness.

The second paragraph of the second chapter entitled “Functions of legal-
technical norms in the legal regulation system” examines the functions of legal
regulation and legal-technical norms and their development trends.

During the analysis of the legal regulation system and the functions of legal-
technical norms in it, the dissident highlighted the existence of the following
functions of such social norms as a scientific innovation: regulation; protection;
management; evaluation and training functions.

Also, during the scientific research, the public opinion on the functions of
legal and technical norms was studied. In the social survey conducted during the
research, a question was also asked about the tasks of legal and technical norms.
57.6 percent of the respondents answered that “What functions do legal and technical
norms perform in the system of social regulation?”, 57.6 percent of the respondents
answered that they perform the function of regulation, 22 percent of them perform
the function of protection, and 11 percent of them perform the function of warning.

Or, to the question, “What are the accidents related to the use of equipment
mostly due to?”, 60. 3% of the respondents answered that it is due to non-compliance
with the rules, 20.5 % to carelessness, and 19.2 % to ignorance.

Based on the results of the survey, the dissertationer came to the conclusion
that “the task of regulation is wider in the tasks of legal and technical norms”.

The following conclusions were reached from the noted points regarding the
functions of legal and technical norms in the legal regulation system:

legal-technical norms reflect legal functions in accordance with their
characteristics;

social relations in this field are regulated and protected in the society through
legal and technical norms;

the common interests of people, large and small groups, society in this area
are mutually coordinated by means of legal and technical norms;
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the functions of legal and technical norms are provided by various tools and
methods, and its implementation is manifested in a unique way, as a mechanism in
continuous motion;

legal and technical norms have the feature of preventing violations of rules of
behavior and procedures, that is, of having a preventive effect;

the regulatory function of law is important in defining certain rules of
behavior, in establishing relations that coordinate the common interests of society,
the state and citizens;

in the system of legal regulation, the functions of legal-technical norms are
carried out by influencing the scope of social relations regulated by means of law
with the help of legal norms.

The third paragraph of the second chapter is devoted to “Reflection and
implementation of legal and technical norms in the national legal system of
developed foreign countries™.

Based on the analysis, it was noted that two different approaches are widely
used in the technical regulation system in the world community, these are American
and European methods. In the American approach, technical regulation and
standardization are divided into state and non-state, industry and de facto, i.e.,
regional and national standards that are not enshrined in legislation, but are used by
individual companies.

Technical regulation in the field of legal-technical norms is established in the
United States of America through a unique mechanism. There is no separate
comprehensive document on technical classification in this country. Congress
entrusted the development and implementation of technical regulations to the
competent ministries and agencies in their field.

In the USA, the legal and technical norms on the relationship between man
and nature, man and the environment are regulated by about 50 laws.

In Japan, the main regulatory documents that regulate legal relations in the field
of technical regulation, standardization and safety are the Standardization Act. The
technical regulation model is fundamentally different from the US model. In Japan, the
state is actively involved in technical regulation and standardization. It supports all
producers and they, in turn, care about the prosperity of the country and its market. In
the standardization system, all areas are closely related to each other.

In Japan, it is intended to ensure public support when economic measures are
applied to environmental polluters, such as fines. For example, the Air Pollution
Control Act was passed in 1968. It envisages the introduction of restrictions on the
release of harmful substances into the atmosphere by enterprises and car engines.

In the People's Republic of China, the field of legal and technical norms of
man and nature, man and the environment is regulated by a number of laws. The
peculiarity of the Chinese experience is that they emphasize the relations of
“control” in the law itself.

The following conclusions were drawn from the information in this
paragraph of the research on the reflection and implementation of legal and technical
norms in the legal systems of developed foreign countries.
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Firstly, relationships such as man and nature, man and environment, man and
production, man and technology, man and flora and fauna are regulated by laws,
codes and other normative legal documents of various levels, from this point of view
these relations are legal constitutes the subject of regulation;

secondly, the main goals of the legal and technical norms introduced by
developed countries are aimed at preserving and protecting the environment, nature,
and thereby human health;

thirdly, the technical regulation system is typical for all developed countries,
and they are manifested in the forms of technical regulation, standardization,
certification, and "man and technology", "man and production”, "man and product",
"man and regulates important relationships such as health;

fourthly, the introduction of mandatory requirements for products, buildings
and structures, processes related to production, construction, installation,
commissioning, operation, maintenance, such as technical regulation,
standardization, certification; protection of the interests of consumers and the state
in matters of safety of products, work and services to the life, health and property of
the population, safety of the environment, saving resources; from helping to save all
kinds of resources, improving the technical and economic indicators of production;
ensuring the safety of public facilities, taking into account the risk of natural and
man-made disasters and other emergency situations; control the sale of products that
are dangerous for human life, health, property of legal and natural persons, and the
environment; used to express such purposes as confirming the quality indicators of
products.

The first paragraph of the third chapter of the dissertation entitled “Prospects
for improving the effectiveness of legal and technical norms in Uzbekistan” is devoted
to “Expression of legal and technical norms in the legal system of Uzbekistan”, in which
the analysis of the reflection of legal and technical norms in them is classified according
to the legal force of normative legal documents done.

Based on them, the following conclusions were reached regarding the
representation of legal and technical norms in the legislative system of our republic:

- legal-technical norms have a constitutional-legal basis, constitutional norms
incorporate general provisions on legal-technical norms;

- legal and technical norms are strengthened in the codes, laws, decrees and
decisions, regulations and guidelines approved by the decrees and decisions in force in
our republic;

- legal-technical norms are recorded in the form of specific rules by means of
regulatory legal documents, and they regulate the relationship of a person to nature, its
resources, equipment, work and labor tools;

- the rules mentioned in the legal and technical norms provide the basics of
human health, safety, and comfortable life, and in this regard, certain legal
responsibilities are established for non-compliance with them;

- legal and technical norms are regulated consistently by means of normative
legal documents, specific norms for each direction have been adopted.
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In the second paragraph of the third chapter entitled “Judicial-technical norms
In Uzbekistan: existing problems and ways to solve them”, problems in the field of
formation and implementation of legal-technical norms are systematically analyzed.

The following problematic cases were separately studied by the dissertation:

First, there are deficiencies in the rational use of natural resources in the
relationship between “man and nature”.

Second, the digitization system has not yet been fully implemented in all areas
where legal and technical norms are applied.

Third, existing problems in the direction of harmonization of legal documents
in the fields of standardization and technical regulations with international
requirements, which concern a large group of legal and technical norms.

Fourth, problems related to the development of legal and technical norms and
their legal regulation.

Fifth, problems related to the implementation and application of legal and
technical norms.

Sixth, problems related to understanding and understanding the essence of legal
and technical norms.

Seventh, insufficient participation of small business entities in the
implementation of innovative solutions for the development of the "green economy".

Eighth, problems in the direction of training, retraining, upgrading of
qualified personnel in the field of development of legal and technical norms.

Ninth, the development of the institution of public control over compliance
with legal and technical norms is also considered one of the urgent issues.

Based on the analysis of the problematic situations investigated in this
paragraph of the study, the directions for their elimination, the following
conclusions were reached:

the improvement of legal and technical norms in our republic is one of the
urgent tasks in today's rapidly developing science and technology; especially in a
situation where the violation of the rational ratio in the relations between “man and
nature”, “man and technology”, “man and production” causes problems such as
global climate change, waste and environmental problems, forest fires, and negative
consequences in the world community. it is more important to do;

all areas covered by legal and technical norms have become a necessity in
accordance with the points of view of energy saving, resource saving, their rational
use, human health, and ensuring its safety.

compliance with legal and technical norms, application of legal and technical
norms, introduction of new modern and effective mechanisms in matters of their
implementation, development of the regulatory legal framework is one of the urgent
tasks on the agenda;

in the directions of development and implementation of legal and technical
norms, first of all, studying the opinions of citizens and the public, expressing them
in regulatory legal documents is one of the important issues.
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In the third paragraph of the third chapter, “Issues of improving the
effectiveness of legal and technical norms in the national legal system of Uzbekistan”
are studied.

In this paragraph, the Dissertant paid serious attention to the issue of
combining theoretical ideas of legal and technical norms with practice, thereby
increasing their effectiveness.

During the research, conclusions were drawn based on the results of public
opinion. In particular, to the question of what factors increase the effectiveness of
legal and technical norms, more than 14 percent of respondents answered that it is
necessary to strengthen responsibility, and 12.7 percent said that it is necessary to
strengthen state control.

Also, the dissertation the researcher drew certain conclusions by paying
attention to statistical data. For example, according to the results of the
environmental control conducted in January-October 2021, the number of persons
who committed violations was 37,502 in the republic, of which 972 were officials.
In the first three quarters of 2021, a total of 490 violations were detected in the
republic, of which 196 were tree cutting, 261 were livestock grazing, 4 were hunting,
and 29 were other violations.

The above figures are the basis for the following conclusions of the
researcher: “It is important to develop special criteria of public control in the field, to
expand incentive measures in the system of fighting against persons who commit
crimes in the field of ecology, and to raise environmental culture. It is important to
express in the legislation the specific normative legal bases and mechanisms of public
control carried out by citizens, self-government bodies of citizens, non-governmental
non-profit organizations, and mass media in order to eliminate negative situations such
as cutting down trees, polluting the environment, and throwing waste”.

In the social survey conducted during the research, 22.9 percent of the
respondents noted the need to strengthen public control when asked which factors
are important in increasing the effectiveness of legal and technical norms.

The Dissertant highlighted the following priorities for improving the
effectiveness of legal and technical norms:

the effectiveness of legal-technical norms, first of all, is inextricably linked
with their uniform application and uniform understanding, legal-technical norms
must retain their special content in each regulatory legal document;

the introduction of the digitization system to all areas where legal and
technical norms are applied serves as an important factor in dramatically increasing
the effectiveness of normative legal documents in this area;

strengthening of legal responsibilities for all violations recorded in the field
of ecology, acceleration of promotional work in this direction is an important factor
In increasing the effectiveness of legal and technical norms;

clear normative legal bases and mechanisms of public control carried out by
citizens, self-government Dbodies of citizens, non-governmental non-profit
organizations, and mass media in the elimination of negative situations such as cutting
down trees, environmental pollution, littering should be expressed in legislation;
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legal-technical norms should be fully harmonized with international
requirements and international standards in the fields of standardization and
technical regulations;

the obligation to immediately inform the responsible agencies when toxic
substances are released in excess of the norm for production entities that pollute the
environment, emit toxic chemicals, and emit waste in the legal and technical norms
used in the field of industry and production, should be specified in regulatory legal
documents;

in the direction of legal and technical norms, it is appropriate to adopt separate
Laws “On Toxic Substances”, “On Eliminating the Consequences of Damage to the
Environment, Compensation and Compensation”, “On the Suitability of Drinking
Water”.

based on the fact that the effectiveness of legal and technical norms is
inextricably linked with the citizens’ understanding of the essence and importance
of these norms, increasing the quality of education and promotion of these norms;

to expand the participation of small business entities in the introduction of
innovative solutions for the development of the “green economy”, to fully involve
small business entities in relations regulated by legal and technical norms;

it is important to improve medical law, medical culture of the population, and
medical literacy.

CONCLUSION

Legal-technical norms in the Uzbek legal system, their concept and nature as
legal rules, their function in the system of social regulation and how it relates to
other social norms, types, forms, and structural elements of legal-technical norms,
and ways to make them more effective. The outcomes of the scientific study on the
subject led to the following conclusions:

I. Conclusions of scientific and theoretical significance:

1. “Legal system” is a set of legal norms, legal processes, legal instruments,
and legal institutions in practice in society, which represent the interests of the
people and are designed to create comfortable living conditions for citizens.

2. “Legal-technical norms” — these are written by the state in normative and
legal documents, as well as in the form of instructions, manuals, technical standards,
which determine the norms of technical actions and the relations of man with the
objects and means of the external world around him, such as nature, technology,
medicine. is a set of rules to be followed.

3. In our opinion, legal and technical norms embody technical characteristics,
that is, such norms reflect important rules in the relationship between people and
technology, the norms of using technology and its use.

4. Legal-technical norms express the “subject-object” relationship, i.e., the
norms of working with and using the instructions related to human nature, its objects,
work tools, various technical tools, medicine, pharmaceuticals, in a word, the
external human reflects the relationship with the objects of the world.
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5. In our opinion, the following differences between social norms and legal-
technical norms can be indicated: firstly, social norms, social-technical norms, legal-
technical norms, technical norms act as a whole mechanism in the system of social
regulation; secondly, technical norms are consolidated in regulatory legal documents
and implemented as legal-technical norms, often take the form of standards and have
a social character, and social norms create the necessary conditions for the
implementation of technical norms; thirdly, the objective possibilities necessary for
living are concentrated through technical norms, and social norms determine
behavioral attitudes towards them, while technical norms are realized by themselves,
and instincts have a causal nature.

6. The role of legal and technical norms in social regulation is evident in the
protection of property and the environment, as well as in ensuring the wise use of
resources and technology. It also becomes clear in the protection of human life,
health, and safety.

I1. Recommendations for improving the legislation:

1. It is appropriate to include Article 241 of the following content in the Law
of the Republic of Uzbekistan “On Protection of Atmospheric Air”:

“Article 241. On the notification procedure in case of damage to atmospheric air

Enterprises, institutions and organizations whose activities are related to the
release of pollutants, biological organisms, greenhouse gases and ozone-depleting
substances into the atmosphere and the harmful effects of physical factors on it he
must inform the responsible authorities when the acoustic, electromagnetic, ionizing
and other harmful effects exceed the permissible levels for human beings and natural
environment objects.

2. Article 77 of the Code of Administrative Responsibility of the Republic of
Uzbekistan provides for ““violation of the rules of use of forest fund lands, i.e. cutting down
trees on forest fund lands for the purpose of construction of buildings, wood processing,
warehouses and other structures without obtaining the appropriate permission, hayfields
and pastures on forest fund lands It is necessary to make appropriate amendments and
additions, which provide for strengthening the measure of liability established for damage,
arbitrary mowing, destruction of drainage systems and roads”.

3. In the direction of legal and technical norms, it is appropriate to adopt the
laws of the Republic of Uzbekistan “On toxic substances”, “On eliminating the
consequences of damage to the environment, compensation and compensation", “On
the suitability of drinking water”.

4. It is necessary to adopt the procedures “On risk assessment criteria, taking
appropriate restrictive measures by state control bodies” and “On the operation of
the rapid mutual notification system about high-risk products” approved by the
relevant decision of the Cabinet of Ministers of the Republic of Uzbekistan.

5. It is appropriate to adopt the Regulation “On the procedure for assessing the
conformity of products based on the requirements of technical regulations” and the
List of “certain types of products with a high degree of danger” approved by the
decision of the Cabinet of Ministers of the Republic of Uzbekistan.
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6. It is appropriate to develop and adopt the Law of the Republic of Uzbekistan
“On Technical Regulation” in a new version (attached to the dissertation).

I11. Recommendations to improve the practice of law
enforcement practice:

1. It is necessary to include special courses on “legal-technical norms” in the
educational programs of higher and secondary special educational institutions and
to prepare textbooks and training manuals in this direction.

2. In order to improve the quality of education in relation to these norms,
strengthen promotion efforts, and hold regular scientific and practical conferences
in the areas of technical safety and the creation of ecological culture, it is crucial to
introduce special subjects in the curriculum. This is because the effectiveness of
legal and technical norms is inextricably linked with the citizens' understanding of
their content and importance of these norms.

3. The obligation to immediately inform the responsible agencies when toxic
substances are released in excess of the norm for production entities that pollute the
environment, emit toxic chemicals, and emit waste in the legal and technical norms
used in the field of industry and production should be specified in regulatory legal
documents.

4. To eliminate negative situations like cutting down trees, polluting the
environment, and throwing waste, clear legal bases and mechanisms of public
control by citizens, self-government bodies of citizens, non-governmental non-profit
organizations, and mass media should be demonstrated in legislation.

5. It is necessary to strengthen the measures of legal responsibility in the
elimination of negative situations such as cutting down trees, polluting the
environment, throwing waste, violating the rules of use of forest fund land.

6. It is essential to strengthen the system of training, retraining and upgrading of
qualified personnel in the field of development of legal and technical norms.

7. There is a need to increase small business participation in the introduction of
innovative solutions for the growth of the "green economy" and to broaden the range
of advantages available to them.

8. In order to create perfect, high-quality, and conflict-free legal documents, it
Is crucial to expand the direct or indirect involvement of citizens and public
organizations.
