The actuality and relevance of the dissertation theme. The socio-political
processes taking place in the world, it is relevant to the full implementation of the
principle for the sole source of power of the people in the activities of the national
parliament, ensuring transparent parliamentary control over the formation and spending
of the budget. Strong parliamentary oversight is recognized by the international
community as an important condition for the country’s development. In the UN General
Assembly Resolution No. 72/278 on Cooperation between National Parliaments and
the Inter-Parliamentary Union of the United Nations, adopted on 22 May 2018, the
implementation of national plans and strategies also recognized the role of national
parliaments in ensuring transparency and accountability at the national and global
levels®. On the basis of this international document, methodological recommendations
have been developed for states on strengthening inter-parliamentary relations, ensuring
transparency and openness in parliamentary activities, effective use of modern methods
for parliamentary control.

Conducting research is of great practical importance in order to increase the
effectiveness of the control of parliamentarians in the world, to determine their rights
and responsibilities, to ensure parliamentary control, the government’s responsibility to
the parliament on budget execution and its effective use, the introduction of digital
technologies in this sphere. This phenomenon is one of the conditions for the
effectiveness of public authorities, the consistency of the entire state mechanism, the
prevention of violations of human and civil rights and freedoms, the implementation of
constitutional rules and existing legislation as an important basis of parliamentarism.
Therefore, improving the organizational and legal aspects of issues such as ensuring the
national interests of parliament, strengthening its role as a representative body of the
people, increasing the activity of deputies as a subject of parliamentary control is being
studied as an important sphere of research.

In our country, systematic works are carried out in improving the parliamentary
activity as a supreme state representative body in accordance with modern
requirements, in the framework of the “e-parliament” to connect deputies with their
constituents, senators with citizens of the regions, to communicate directly with them,
digitize the process of discussing and resolving issues that bother voters, ensuring
transparency and openness in the exercise of parliamentary oversight, in particular
ensuring the active participation of deputies in the development of the draft state budget.
The priority task of strengthening chambers’ position of the Oliy Majlis in the system
of state power, ensuring their competence in solving important tasks related to domestic
and foreign policy is defined in issues as “Approval of the state budget and
implementation of the procedure for setting specific strategic tasks to the responsible
organizations by the parliament within the framework of control over its

The second direction: general description of budget control and its legal basis are
mentioned in scientific researches of R.R.Khakimov, M.Mirakulov, Sh.Zulfikarov,
O.K.Turgunov, Pinelli C., Siaroff A., Steffani W., Schneider von H.-P. Zeh W,
L.V.Akopov, M.V.Baglay, A.A.Bezuglov, I|.M.Stepanov, B.A.Strashun,
M.M.Utyashev.

The third direction: forms and methods of budgetary control by the parliament are
researched in scientific studies of E.Kh.Khalilov, I.T.Tulteev, Sh.U.Yakubov,
H.S.Khayitov, Fisher L., Cox A., P.Currie David Tensey S.D., Jackson N., Goldeband
E., Seloc B., Aberbach J.D., N.D.Pogosyan, M.Yu.Mixeeva and D.N. Usatov’s
research works®.

Although in the above researches, the issues related to the activities of
representative bodies of state power were partially analyzed, parliamentary control over
the state budget has not been studied, in particular, the scientific-theoretical and
methodological basis of financial control carried out by the parliament, formation and
development trends of parliamentary control over the state budget, the practice of law

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enforcement by the parliaments of foreign countries in our country as an independent
research object.

Relation of the dissertation’s theme to the scientific-research work of higher
education institution where it was implemented. The research was carried out within
the framework of the fundamental project of the research plan of the Tashkent State
University of Law “The main directions for further liberalization of public
administration in the context of deepening democratic reforms” (2017 — 2021).

The aim of the research is to further improve the regulation of implementation
procedures of parliamentary control over the state budget and to develop proposals and
recommendations to increase the effectiveness of legislation and law enforcement
practices in this sphere.

The tasks of the research:

development of the author’s position on the concept, content and essence of
parliamentary control and analysis of the scientific-theoretical and methodological
bases of financial control exercised by the parliament;

study of the formation and development trends of the legal basis of parliamentary
control over the state budget;

grouping and description of these bases on the analysis of the legal basis of
parliamentary control over the state budget;

identification of specific features of the organization of parliamentary control
over the state budget;

identification of objects and subjects of parliamentary control over the state
budget and analysis of its legal basis;

study of the international legal basis of parliamentary control over the state
budget, the organizational and legal basis of budget control in the practice of the
parliaments of European countries, the United States and Canada;

legal analysis of the mechanism for discussion and adoption of the draft state
budget by the parliament;

identification of priorities for improving the organizational and legal basis in this
sphere based on the analysis of existing problems in the sphere of parliamentary control
over the state budget.

The object of research is the system of legal relations related to the organization
of parliamentary control over the state budget in the Republic of Uzbekistan.

The subject of the research is the practice of law enforcement in Uzbekistan,
documenting the legal regulation of relations connected with the organization of
parliamentary control over the state budget in the Republic of Uzbekistan, legislation
and practice of foreign countries, as well as the conceptual approach included in the
scientific and legal categories of “Parliamentary Law” and “Constitutional Law”.

Research methods. In this research methods of scientific knowledge such as
systematic and functional analysis, historical, logical, comparative-legal analysis,
statistical, sociological surveys, inductive and deductive analysis were used and
analysed.

Scientific novelty of the research is substantiated as follows:

additional sources of the republican budget and the balance at the beginning of
the year, respectively their use in accordance with the decisions of the President of the
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Republic of Uzbekistan and the Cabinet of Ministers, provided that they do not exceed
3% of the total cost and need to submit quarterly reports to chambers of the Oliy Majlis
of the Republic of Uzbekistan on the used funds;
the Senate of the Republic of Uzbekistan is an authorized entity that directly

exercises parliamentary control over the state budget;

it is justified that the authorized representative of the Cabinet of Ministers of the
Republic of Uzbekistan in the Oliy Majlis of the Republic of Uzbekistan must
simultaneously submit a report on the implementation of the state budget to both
chambers of the Oliy Majlis;

factions and Committees of the Chambers of the Oliy Majlis Execution of the
revenue part of the State Budget, information on the status of disbursement of allocated
funds and their targeted spending and effective use the right to request additional
information from the relevant government agencies;

preliminary discussion of the implementation of the quarterly and annual reports
of the state budget in the committees of the Senate of the Oliy Majlis of the Republic
of Uzbekistan, based on the need to introduce mechanisms for hearing the views and
suggestions of senators in these discussions;

the annual report on the execution of the state budget should be approved by a
resolution of the Senate after discussion in factions, committees of the chambers of the
Oliy Majlis.

Practical results of the research include the following:

conceptual apparatus of parliamentary control, its peculiarities, its role and
importance in the system of state control are described;

role and content of parliamentary financial control in the political system from the
point of view of legal science have been clarified,;

constitutional and legal basis of the parliamentary control over the state budget
and the mechanism of its implementation are analyzed, the author’s description and
definition of these scientific categories are developed,;

stages of the formation and development of the state budget in the country,
parliamentary control over its implementation, trends, legal basis, the dynamics of their
improvement, their general, different and specific aspects have been systematically
analysed;

existing problems, obstacles and priorities in the sphere of parliamentary control
over the state budget and its implementation have been identified and analyzed, and
specific practical proposals and recommendations have been developed to address;

based on the analysis of foreign experience, a number of proposals and
recommendations for the implementation of the norms of the legislation of advanced
democratic countries and international standards in our national legislation and law
enforcement practice were substantiated;

nature, mechanism and prospects of cooperation between the parliamentary
control over the execution of the state budget and other state control bodies, including
the Accounts Chamber of the Republic of Uzbekistan have been defined,;

Legal mechanisms of parliamentary control over the state budget and its
implementation have been developed in the Constitution of the Republic of Uzbekistan,
the Constitutional Laws “On the Legislative Chamber of the Oliy Majlis of the Republic
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of Uzbekistan™, “On the Senate of the Oliy Majlis of the Republic of Uzbekistan”, the
Law “On the Regulations of the Legislative Chamber of the Oliy Majlis of the Republic
of Uzbekistan”, laws and other normative legal acts approved by the resolutions of the
chambers of the Oliy Majlis have been examined and analysed.

Reliability of research results. General conclusions of the study, proposals for
improving the legislation are based on the analysis of the theoretical views and norms
of national legislation and law enforcement in the disciplines of “Constitutional Law”,
“Parliamentary Law”, “Financial Law”.

Results of the study are summarized and documented in the norms of
international law and national legislation, the experience of developed democratic
countries, law enforcement practices, analysis of statistical data. The findings,
suggestions and recommendations of the study were approbated and published in
leading national and foreign publications. Some of the recommendations made in the
course of the study have been put into practice and have been approved by the relevant
authorities.

The scientific and practical significance of the results of the research. The
scientific significance of the dissertation is based on the conclusions, proposals and
recommendations developed in the research on further development of the legal basis
for parliamentary control over the state budget in the activities of scientific and
theoretical research, lawmaking, improvement and interpretation of national legislation
in the sphere, in addition, further enrichment of scientific-theoretical and
methodological views and approaches, as well as can be used in the scientific-
theoretical, practical enrichment of the lectures, discussions and practical classes, in the
preparation of publications, textbooks and manuals on disciplines such as “Theory of
State and Law”, “Constitutional Law”, “Parliamentary Law”, “Administrative Law”,
“Financial Law”.

The practical significance of the study is reflected on the development of a
number of practical proposals and recommendations to improve the legal basis for
governing parliamentary control over the state budget. In addition, the results of the
dissertation can be used in parliamentary control activities and law enforcement
practices, in the relationship between parliamentary and financial control bodies.

Implementation of the research results. The scientific results of the dissertation
were used in the following:

additional sources of the republican budget of the Republic of Uzbekistan and
remaining funds at the beginning of the year, respectively, if they do not exceed 3% of
total expenditures, it is based on the need to use in accordance with the decisions of the
President and the Cabinet of Ministers of the Republic of Uzbekistan and proposals to
submit quarterly reports about used or not used funds to the chambers of the Oliy Majlis
of the Republic of Uzbekistan were used in the fourth part of Article 126 of the Budget
Code of the Republic of Uzbekistan in the new edition (Reference of the Committee on
Democratic Institutions, Non-Governmental Organizations and Citizens’ Self-
Government Bodies of the Legislative Chamber of the Oliy Majlis of the Republic of
Uzbekistan No. 05 / 1-01-173 of October 21, 2021). Consideration of this proposal
served to strengthen parliamentary control over the execution of the state budget.
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the proposal on control of the Senate of the Oliy Majlis of the Republic of
Uzbekistan over the execution of the state budget has been submitted in the
development of section 1 of Article 7 of Law of the Republic of Uzbekistan “On
Parliamentary Control” (Reference of the Committee on Democratic Institutions, Non-
Governmental Organizations and Citizens’ Self-Government Bodies of the Legislative
Chamber of the Oliy Majlis of the Republic of Uzbekistan on October 21, 2021 No.
05/1-01-173). Consideration of this proposal served to ensure the participation of the
upper house of parliament in the control over the execution of the state budget;

proposal on ensuring the submission of the report on the implementation of the
state budget to the chambers of the Oliy Majlis by the Authorized Representative of the
Cabinet of Ministers of the Republic of Uzbekistan in the Oliy Majlis of the Republic
of Uzbekistan has been taken into account in developing Article 24.1. of the Law of the
Republic of Uzbekistan “On Parliamentary control” (Reference of the Committee on
Democratic Institutions, Non-Governmental Organizations and Citizens’ Self-
Government Bodies of the Legislative Chamber of the Oliy Majlis of the Republic of
Uzbekistan on October 21, 2021 No. 05/1-01-173). Consideration of this proposal
served the Authorized Representative of the Cabinet of Ministers of the Republic of
Uzbekistan in the Oliy Majlis of the Republic of Uzbekistan to assist the Senate as well
as the Legislative Chamber in the consideration of the draft state budget;

proposal on requesting by Factions, committees of the chambers of the Oliy
Majlis additional information from the relevant authorities on the implementation of
the revenue of the state budget, the status of the use of allocated funds, as well as
information on their targeted and effective use has been taken into account in the
development of section 5 of Article 7 of the Law of the Republic of Uzbekistan “On
Parliamentary Control” (Reference of the Committee on Democratic Institutions, Non-
Governmental Organizations and Citizens’ Self-Government Bodies of the Legislative
Chamber of the Oliy Majlis of the Republic of Uzbekistan on October 21, 2021 No.
05/1-01-173). Consideration of this proposal served to support members of parliament
with the right to provide additional information in the implementation of the state
budget;

proposal on hearing views and suggestions of members of the Senate during the
consideration of the quarterly execution of the state budget has been taken into account
in the development of section 2 of Article 7 of the Law of the Republic of Uzbekistan
“On Parliamentary control” (Reference of the Committee on Democratic Institutions,
Non-Governmental Organizations and Citizens’ Self-Government Bodies of the
Legislative Chamber of the Oliy Majlis of the Republic of Uzbekistan on October 21,
2021 No. 05/1-01-173). Consideration of this proposal served to ensure the
participation of the upper house of parliament in the review of the quarterly execution
of the state budget;

proposal on approving the annual report on the execution of the state budget by
a resolution of the Senate after discussion in factions, committees of the chambers of
the Oliy Majlis has been submitted in the development of section 6 Article 7 of the Law
of the Republic of Uzbekistan “On Parliamentary control” (Reference of the Committee
on Democratic Institutions, Non-Governmental Organizations and Citizens’ Self-
Government Bodies of the Legislative Chamber of the Oliy Majlis of the Republic of
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Uzbekistan on October 21, 2021 No. 05/1-01-173). Consideration of this proposal
served to approve the annual report on the execution of the state budget by a resolution
of the lower house of parliament as well as the upper house.

Approbation of the results of the research. The results of this dissertation were
discussed at 5 scientific conferences, including 3 international and 2 national scientific
conferences.

Publication of the research results. A total of 18 scientific papers on the theme
of the dissertation, including 17 scientific articles (4 in international publications), 1
monograph have been published.

The structure and volume of the dissertation. The content of the dissertation
consists of an introduction, four chapters, a conclusion, a list of references. The volume
of the dissertation is 224 pages.

THE MAIN CONTENT OF THE DISSERTATION

The introduction of the dissertation provides with information on the relevance
and necessity of the research theme, the relevance of the research to the main priorities
of the national science and technology development, the level of studying the problem,
the relation of the dissertation theme to the scientific research work of higher education
institution where the dissertation is written, the aim and tasks, object and subject matter,
methods, scientific novelty and results of the research, reliability of the research results,
scientific and practical significance of the research results. It also provides information
on the implementation of research results in practice, approbation, structure and the
volume of the dissertation.

The first chapter of the dissertation is entitled “The essence, significance and
methodological basis of parliamentary control over the state budget” which is
devoted to the analysis of concept of control over the state budget, one of the most
important spheres of parliamentary activity, its scientific-theoretical and
methodological bases, as well as the formation and development trends are
scientifically analyzed on the basis of conceptual approaches of domestic and foreign
scholars.

By analyzing the views of such scholars as R.Khakimov, B.Aduicheva and
Sh.Zulfikarov on the place and role of parliament in the system of state power, the
researcher puts forward the view that the control function is the main guarantee of a
parliamentary decision-making.

The researcher studied the works of such scientists as M.Mirakulov, A.Saidov,
T.Khabrieva, A.D.Kerimov, M.M.Utyashev, A.A.Kornilaeva on the main object of
parliamentary control which is the activity of the executive branch, the main focus of
parliamentary control should be on the effectiveness of the state budget execution, first
of all by the government and then by other executive bodies, and such an approach is
consistent with modern parliamentary tendencies.

It was argued that the main spheres of parliamentary control could include: the
implementation of state programs on the constitution and laws, resolutions of
parliament and resolutions of the head of state; on observance of human rights and
freedoms; on defense and security; on the execution of the state budget; control over
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the formation of public administration and government bodies; on the control of foreign
policy activities. Recognizing the need for a detailed analysis of the scientific and
theoretical foundations of the institute of parliamentary control over the state budget,
the researcher acknowledged that it is now very essential.

Based on the experience of developed democratic countries, 5 key criteria as an
indicator of the effectiveness of the state budget execution by the government and other
executive bodies by the parliament have been highlighted by the researcher.

The researcher distinguishes clear differences of parliamentary control from
judicial and administrative control according to the following features: 1) the subjects
of parliamentary control are only the legislative bodies and members; 2) the activities
of state bodies, economic management bodies and their officials on the implementation
of the Constitution and laws, resolutions of the chambers of the Oliy Majlis, state
programs, as well as the implementation of the tasks and functions assigned to them; 3)
activities aimed at monitoring the full implementation of laws by the parliament,
executive bodies and officials and the rule of law in their activities; 4) activities carried
out on a regular basis through a set of measures to identify and eliminate obstacles to
the implementation of laws as a result of control; 5) the forms of parliamentary control
are clearly defined by law; 6) the subjects of parliamentary control may, within the
limits of their powers, initiate political responsibility based on the results of
parliamentary control.

According to the researcher, the state budget is the sum of monetary revenues
and expenditures of the state for a certain period of time and is an integral part of the
financial system of the country, accordingly, it has all the characteristics of a financial
system and performs all its functions.

Opinions of legal scholars such as E.V.Kovryakov, D.Keynes on the objects of
parliamentary control are analyzed, and a scientific conclusion on the boundaries of the
object of parliamentary control is presented. According to the researcher, the
dissertation classifies the primary object — the activities of the executive bodies of state
power, the secondary object — the organizations whose main share belongs to the state.

According to the subjects of financial control, the dissertation classifies it into
the following types: national financial control; departmental financial control; on-farm
financial control; public financial control; independent financial control.

According to the researcher, control over the financial activities of the executive
body of the supreme representative body is one of the main principles of of separation
of powers enshrined in the Constitution of the Republic of Uzbekistan, this control is
exercised over the consideration and adoption of projects of the republican and local
budgets, state extra-budgetary funds, as well as the approval of reports on their
implementation.

The researcher studied the scientific views of V.Gerasimov and Z.Akhmedova
on the main objectives of public financial control, to reveal the legal nature of
parliamentary financial control, since it is not enough to study the objectives of public
financial control to determine its content and specific features, firstly, to recognize that
parliamentary financial control is part of a single state control in finance, and secondly,
the scientific and methodological basis of parliamentary financial control specific
features, it is necessary to study its differences from other types of control in this sphere.
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According to the dissertator, the financial control of the parliament is primarily
control over the execution of the state budget, which differs from other spheres of public
financial control (for instance, tax, currency) by the following parameters: first, by
object and by regulatory bodies and controlled entities.

M.Mikheeva, L.N.Ovsyannikov studied the scientific approaches to the
differences between parliamentary financial control and public financial control, in this
case, the main purpose of parliamentary control in the sphere of finance is to ensure the
stability of the financial system, to save state budget expenditures, to prevent various
violations.

The researcher argues that in studying scientific-theoretical and methodological
bases of parliamentary financial control, it is necessary to study the system and structure
of parliamentary financial control. The financial control of the parliament is, first of all,
control over the execution of the state budget, which differs from other spheres of state
financial control (for instance, tax, currency) with the following parameters: first, on
the object; secondly, on the subject, and thirdly, on the composition of regulatory bodies
and controlled entities.

It has been argued that the principles of parliamentary control in the financial
sector determine the scope and criteria for parliamentary control. Based on the analysis
of foreign experience, the work of the European Parliament is based on four general
principles of parliamentary control: balance and reciprocity between public authorities;
transparency; taking into account the needs of voters and accountability.

Analyzing the main principles of the Accounts Chamber of the Republic of
Uzbekistan in the Law “On the Accounts Chamber of the Republic of Uzbekistan”, the
researcher concludes that the Law “On Parliamentary Control of the Republic of
Uzbekistan should set out the principles of reviewing the implementation of the state
budget.

The author divides the scientific and methodological basis of financial control
by parliament into three parts.

Firstly, the subject matter of parliamentary financial control is the activities of
the executive branch to manage the state budget.

Secondly, parliamentary control over the state budget is a constant control
exercised by the parliament through a set of measures aimed at ensuring the full
implementation of the laws in the sphere of finance by the executive authorities and
officials and the rule of law in their activities.

Thirdly, in every modern democratic country, the legal regulation of
parliamentary financial control is an important part of constitutional legislation.

According to the dissertator, the study of the formation of the legal basis of
parliamentary control over the state budget requires, first of all, a theoretical study of
the organization and development of the Oliy Majlis of the Republic of Uzbekistan and
its role in the system of state power.

The researcher recommends a theoretical and legal study of the evolution of the
formation of the legal basis and the gradual evolution of the implemented reforms in
three stages: parliamentary control over the state budget from the first years of
independence to the present.
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The first stage (1991-2002). At this stage, the formation of the legal basis for
parliamentary control over the state budget is characterized by the development of a
direct link with the formation of a bicameral parliament.

The second stage (2002-2016). The establishment of the bicameral Oliy Majlis
of the Republic of Uzbekistan with the adoption of the Constitutional Law of the
Republic of Uzbekistan “On the Results of the Referendum and the Basic Principles of
State Power”, adopted on April 4, 2002, is related to the improvement of parliamentary
and public relations.

The third stage (from 2016 to the present). This stage brought its controlling
functions to a new level in parliamentary activity. It is known that the main purpose of
expanding the controlling functions and powers of the parliament is to deepen
democratic reforms and strengthen the role of parliament and political parties in
modernizing the country. appropriate measures have been taken to improve the
controlling functions of the parliament and the rules for improving the control of the
parliament have been regulated by special legislation.

The second chapter of the dissertation is entitled “Organizational and legal basis
of budget control of Parliament: scientific and theoretical analysis”, which carries
out the analysis of parliamentary control over the state budget, the object, subject
matter, its legal basis, the specifics of the organization of this activity.

The dissertation analyzes the organizational and legal basis of parliamentary
control, based on the legal nature of the legislation, its role in ensuring the rule of law
and its place in the system of state power. Emphasizes the importance of consistently
implementing the controlling function of parliament along with legislative and
representative functions.

The researcher analyzes the scientific-theoretical views and the legal basis for
parliamentary control over the state budget and recommends that the legislation on
parliamentary control over the state budget be divided into three groups. In this case,
the first group — the constitutional norms of parliamentary control over the state budget,
the second group — the legislative norms of parliamentary control over the state budget
and the third group — the regulations approved by the Oliy Majlis of the Republic of
Uzbekistan.

Analyzing the scientific views of T.Prosser, Wade and Philip on the legal basis
of parliamentary control over the state budget, the researcher argues that financial
control exercised by the public should serve as an important source of parliamentary
control as a basic constitutional principle.

By analyzing the researches of L.Frank and V.Batman on the organization of
parliamentary control over the state budget, a scientific view is put forward that the
parliament should have a basic institutional position on the budget, the budget
legislation should have a strict procedure for parliamentary control over the budget,
clear procedures for parliamentary control over the budget in economic emergencies,
and an effective mechanism for exercising basic parliamentary powers.

According to the dissertator, the condition for the parliament to take a key
institutional position over the state budget includes aspects such as planning, legislative
and temporal. Each of these recognizes the priority of parliament as an institution of
financial self-government.
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Based on many doctrinal views, the author does not fully describe the functions
of the Constitutional Chamber of Accounts and puts forward the scientific view that its
constitutional legal status should be expanded.

The researcher emphasizes that an important condition for the establishment of
parliamentary control over the state budget is the legal regulation of the financial
consequences of emergencies. In particular, in the early stages of the COVID-19
pandemic in many countries, parliamentary control over the state budget was
problematic in several respects. Firstly, health and safety issues threatened the
legislature. Secondly, governments have asked lawmakers to reconsider the budget. As
a result, there was a need for flexible parliamentary control.

In accordance with the recommendations of the Organization for Economic
Cooperation and Development, the author recommends the implementation of the
principle that “Parliament and its committees should be empowered to participate in all
key stages of the budget process”.

The dissertation includes a number of research papers on aspects of parliamentary
financial control over the state budget, analyzing the theoretical views of V.Betmet,
A.Xorn, L.A.Drobozina, A.N.Kozirin and others, the dissertator puts forward the idea
that the most important task of any state is to manage the country’s financial resources,
as well as promotes the scientific idea which states “finance — represents the monetary
relationship associated with the formation, distribution and use of centralized and
decentralized funds to fulfill the tasks and responsibilities of the state and to provide
conditions for expanded reproduction”.

According to the researcher, the country’s financial system includes both public
and non-public financial resources. The financial system consists of the following
relatively independent links: budget funds; extra-budgetary funds; state and municipal
loans; insurance funds; financing of enterprises and organizations.

According to the dissertator, the purpose of financial control is the successful
implementation of state functions to ensure the formation and effective use of financial
and material resources in all spheres and segments of society. The author concludes
that it is expedient to classify the objects of parliamentary financial control as follows:

firstly, the results of this or that action in the process of using budget funds by state
bodies, local state authorities;

secondly, some material benefits that can be identified in the form of money, taxes,
subsidies, subventions, fines, debts, penalties and public debt;

thirdly, draft budgets, extra-budgetary funds, financial and accounting documents.

The dissertation classifies state financial control as direct and indirect, and
emphasizes that direct financial control is exercised by the President, the Government,
and Parliament, while direct financial control is exercised by the Accounts Chamber
and the prosecutor’s office.

The dissertator reached a scientific conclusion that the external audit of the budget
should not be limited with monitoring their implementation, but should address issues
such as direct assessment of public authorities, public sector, sectors of the economy,
the provision of a wide range of services guaranteed to the population by the
Constitution and normative legal acts.
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According to the dissertator, the main tasks of the legislature to monitor the
implementation of the budget are:

—organization and implementation of control over the timely execution of budgets,
the volume, structure and purpose of the budget system and extra-budgetary funds of
the Republic of Uzbekistan;

— determination of efficiency and expediency of spending budget funds and use of
state property;

— assessment of the validity of revenues and expenditures of the budgets of the
budget system of the Republic of Uzbekistan and the budgets of state extra-budgetary
funds;

— financial examination of draft laws providing for expenses to be covered by the
state budgets or influencing the formation and execution of the budgets of their extra-
budgetary funds, as well as normative legal acts of public authorities;

— control over the legality and timeliness of the movement of budget funds and
extra-budgetary funds in financial institutions;

— detection of financial violations in the sphere of budget and inter-budgetary
relations, etc.;

—ensuring the receipt of taxes, customs duties and other payments to the revenue
of the state budget, which is part of the revenue of the budget.

Based on the analysis of different approaches to the classification of entities
exercising parliamentary control over the state budget (M.Yu.Mikheeva, V.E.Chirkin),
it is expedient to divide the entities exercising parliamentary control over the state
budget into collective and individual entities.

The author believes that parliamentary commissions have a special role in
exercising parliamentary control over the state budget. Based on the experience of
foreign countries, it is advisable to include parliamentary commissions in the subjects
of parliamentary control over the state budget.

The researcher analyzes the organizational and legal basis of the activities of the
offices that assist in organizational matters in the framework of parliamentary control
over the state budget, and in both chambers of the Oliy Majlis there are departments
related to budget activities. In particular, in the Legislative Chamber of the Oliy Majlis,
the State Budget Department and the Office for Analysis of the State Budget and Socio-
Economic Development of the Territories of the Upper House of the Parliament are not
subject to parliamentary control over the state budget.

By analyzing the state programs adopted by the legislative act from the point of
view of the object of parliamentary control over the state budget, scientifically
substantiating that the implementation of state programs is also the object of
parliamentary control, the author justifies the development of the draft Law “On State
Financial Control” in order to establish a clear boundary of parliamentary control
over the state budget over other types of control and give priority to parliamentary
control.

Based on the analysis of research on the main tasks of the parliament, the author
comes to the conclusion that the object of parliamentary control over the state budget
Is not only related to the implementation of current legislation and state programs and
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the activities of government agencies to implement the tasks and functions assigned to
them, but also to discuss and approve draft laws on the state budget.

According to the author, the concept of “objects of public financial control”
defined in the legislation does not fully reveal its legal nature. Therefore, the following
author’s definition is proposed by the dissertator:

“The object of parliamentary control over the state budget is the discussion and
adoption of the draft law on the state budget, the activities of state bodies and their
officials on the implementation of budget legislation and state programs, as well as the
implementation of tasks and functions .

According to the dissertator, the issue of creating a single system of
parliamentary control over the state budget has been raised several times in the legal
and economic literature to ensure the efficient use of public funds. As a solution to this
problem, it is necessary to develop a concept of public financial control in Uzbekistan,
based on which to define a strategy for the development and adoption of legislation
aimed at improving public financial control.

The third chapter of the dissertation is entitled “The experience of foreign
countries in parliamentary control over the state budget: a comparative and legal
analysis” and in the chapter international legal bases of parliamentary control over the
state budget, organizational and legal bases of parliamentary control over the budget in
the practice of European countries, legal analysis of the budget control activities of the
US and Canadian parliaments have been researched.

According to the researcher, the United Nations and the Inter-Parliamentary
Union should work with parliaments at the national level to expand the capacity of
parliaments, in particular, one of the urgent tasks is to create a system of transparent
accountability, integrating these goals and objectives into the rule making process,
providing a voluntary national review of the Republic of Uzbekistan on the allocation
of budget funds for the implementation of the agenda in the sphere of sustainable
development until 2030.

Examining the international legal basis of parliamentary control over the state
budget, the following specific aspects are highlighted:

Firstly, the exchange of views between the parliaments of countries that have
been reported to the High-Level Political Forum on Sustainable Development, as well
as the exchange of views between politicians and experts, the organization of collective
intellectual debates on national budget spending are important in the transition to global
sustainable development. Secondly, according to the doctrinal views of researchers on
SDGs indicators, a digital revolution is required for sustainable development on a
global scale. This innovation requires extensive contacts and collaboration with
industry, government and organizations, which in turn will create the basis for a new
research culture. Therefore, in the implementation of the powers of the parliament on
the budget, it is necessary to establish platforms for communication with the
international and national scientific communities.

Thirdly, it is expedient for parliaments to develop a separate strategic program
for cooperation with international non-governmental organizations in exercising
control over the budget. This is because the ratings and indicators maintained by these
organizations also have a direct impact on the UN SDGs.
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Fourthly, inter-parliamentary structures allow for the introduction of elements of
public policy into the international political process, which makes it transparent and
accessible to the public. It is proposed to establish cooperation between parliamentary
committees to ensure the effectiveness of the participation of states in the meetings of
the Inter-Parliamentary Union, the International Finance Institute (INTOSAI), the CIS
Inter-Parliamentary Assembly.

The author puts forward a number of new trends, scientific conclusions,
proposals and recommendations through the study of the organizational and legal basis
of parliamentary control over the budget in the practice of European countries. In
particular, a historical analysis of the state budget suggests that the Magna Carta (1215)
established that no type of tax could be levied without the consent of the Royal Council,
and that control over royal expenditures provided indirect control over the state budget.

According to the doctrinal views on parliamentary control over the state budget,
firstly, the scope of bodies authorized to exercise parliamentary control over the state
budget should be defined, secondly, the scope of responsibilities and accountability
should be clearly defined in the parliamentary control over the state budget and they are
scientifically substantiated as a subject of parliamentary control over the state budget.

The dissertator highlights several models of the experience of European
countries on parliamentary control over the state budget. The Westminster Model is one
of the main functions of the House of Commons. According to the German-Austrian
model, the Federal Minister of Finance’s report on all revenues and expenditures, as
well as the state of the state property and public debt for the next fiscal year, and the
Federal Chamber of Accounts’ audit report, as well as the budget and economic
management profitability. based on the report, the state budget is closely monitored by
parliament.

According to the experience of France, in order to systematize the relationship
between the Parliament and the Chamber of Accounts, the reform of the Mission of
Evaluation and Supervision (MEC) and the Law “On Organic Finance” (La Loi
organique relative aux lois de finances), described in France as the “Financial
Constitution” on parliamentary control over the state budget which has implemented
the most reforms on parliamentary control over the state budget, the author estimates
that the efficiency of the activity is high.

Based on the legal analysis of the budget control activities of parliaments in the
United States, the fact that the constitution does not regulate this institution does not
negatively affect its effectiveness, on the contrary, it is argued that effective
parliamentary control is exercised in the United States through Permanent Committees,
Special Committees, and Investigative Committees. Two of the four new structures
established by the US Congress, namely the Budget Office and the General Audit
Office, are based on direct control over the state budget.

Based on the analysis of the literature, the author concludes that the conduct of
budgetary control measures in the United States relies mainly on public discussion.
Also, if the majority of members of parliament (for instance, the House of
Representatives) and the presidential party are the same, the Senate, which has a
majority from the opposition party, may oppose the bloc, making it a disadvantage for
the US president and parliament to be largely different.
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The researcher believes that the anti-corruption law passed in Canada is aimed
at “restoring government accountability”, including significantly strengthening
parliamentary control. In this regard, global reforms, including 13 administrative
reforms and 60 rule making initiatives, resulted in a vote of no confidence in the Liberal
government by the House of Commons and effective and transparent parliamentary
control.

The fourth chapter of the study is entitled “Uzbekistan’s experience in
parliamentary control over the state budget, prospects for further improvement
of organizational and legal mechanisms” and in it analyzes some aspects of the
parliamentary review of budget execution reports by the researcher, the existing
problems in the field of parliamentary control over the state budget, the priorities for
improving the organizational and legal framework for parliamentary control over the
state budget.

According to the legal analysis of the mechanism of parliamentary discussion
and adoption of the draft state budget by national scientists such as A.Kh.Saidov,
R.R.Khakimov, E.Kh.Khalilov, H.Odilkoriev, N.D.Pogosyan, M.Yu.Mixeeva and
D.N.Usatov, the author developed the definition of the concept as follows:

“Budget execution is part of the budget process, once the revenue parameters
approved by parliament are met, the expenditures are carried out in accordance with
the allocated arrangements. This process will take place during the so-called financial
year.”

While the formation of the state budget and control over its implementation are
recognized by the researcher as a priority of the parliaments of developed democracies,
it is argued that the constitutional law of most countries has become a fundamental
norm.

According to the dissertator, the mechanisms of discussion and adoption of the
draft state budget by the parliament include committees of the Legislative Chamber and
the Senate of the Oliy Majlis of the Republic of Uzbekistan (except for committees
responsible for budget issues), commissions, factions of deputies elected from political
parties in the Legislative Chamber, and especially direct deputies and senators do not
play arole. Therefore, in carrying out this function, it is necessary to increase the powers
of factions, committees, commissions and depulties.

Analyzing the activities of the Accounts Chamber of the Republic of Uzbekistan
and the tasks assigned to it in the state budget, it is shown that the activity of this state
body is incompatible with the activities of the supervisory bodies of developed
democracies. According to the dissertation, in developed countries, inspection bodies
such as the Accounts Chamber of Uzbekistan, which closely assist in assessing the
effectiveness of the implementation of the state budget of the parliament, if necessary,
it has a special status as a structure that carries out these activities by order of the
parliament or on its behalf.

Introduce the practice of hearing the report of the Central Bank on the effective
use of state budget funds in the process of hearing reports on the implementation of the
State Budget in the agenda of the National Parliament, including the Senate and at the
same time proposes to study its activities together with the Accounts Chamber of the
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Republic of Uzbekistan and the audit organization chosen by it on the basis of the audit
report.

The dissertator suggests that in order to ensure the application of the types of
political responsibility of the government and other executive bodies in parliamentary
practice, the current legislation should clearly state which parliamentary control
measures they will adopt.

A new mechanism introduced for evaluating government programs provided
by the U.S. government (Program Assessment Rating Tool - PART) and according to
this mechanism, analyzing the effectiveness of government programs and projects
funded by the U.S. Congress from the state budget with evaluation of 5 ratings using
special questionnaires, is proposed by the researcher to introduce it into national
practice in the following form:

Firstly, as the subject of parliamentary control over the state budget in
Uzbekistan: the issue of effective implementation of the state budget by the Cabinet of
Ministers and the Central Bank, the Ministry of Finance and other executive bodies
should be recognized and enshrined in law.

Secondly, it is proposed that the chambers of the Oliy Majlis of the Republic of
Uzbekistan — the Legislative Chamber and the Senate assess the state budget and the
state of its implementation and financial control on the basis of specially formed
performance indicators.

Information on the execution of the state budget of the dissertation includes
information on the expenditure of funds to the state budget only from national sources,
however, there is no information on the amount and use of aid, loans and international
grants received from official sources for the development of the country, that is the
parliament, its bodies and directly deputies and senators do not have full information
about the implementation of the State Budget, argued that they were unable to shape
their relationship on the effectiveness of budget execution.

Based on the experience of the United Kingdom, New Zealand, Canada and
Sweden, which have implemented comprehensive budget reforms, the researcher
identifies priorities for improving the organizational and legal basis for parliamentary
control of the state budget.

According to the researcher, the experience of advanced countries shows that
reforms in the sphere should, firstly, make public policy related to the state budget
understandable to all citizens through the new structure of the budget; secondly, the
introduce a culture of achieving state budget efficiency; thirdly, it is expedient to have
the modernization of the state accounting system.

The researcher identifies ten topical issues based on the practice of law
enforcement in the field and the analysis of scientific papers, the main reason is the
lack of contacts (relations) between the Oliy Majlis and local Councils of People’s
Deputies in the system of control over the implementation of the state budget, which is
typical of the network of state power, the legal basis for the formation of this
relationship has not been created.

CONCLUSION
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As a result of research work, the following conclusions, theoretical and practical
suggestions and recommendations were developed:

Scientific and theoretical conclusions

1. The following author’s definition of the concept of parliamentary control
Is developed:

“Parliamentary control is a form of state control, in which the parliament
oversees the activities of the executive and officials and assessment, which is a form of
continuous monitoring through the identification of obstacles to the implementation of
laws and the application of measures to eliminate them”.

2. Based on the scientific and theoretical analysis of the conceptual apparatus
of parliamentarism in the sphere of parliamentary law, the author’s definition of the
concept of “parliamentary control over the state budget” was developed:
parliamentary control over the state budget - effective implementation of budget
laws by the executive branch of parliament and verification of compliance with
regulatory documents and financial forecasts in these processes, an activity to inform
the public about these processes.

The level of efficiency of execution of the state budget of the government and
other executive bodies by the parliament at the end of each fiscal year is determined by
the following main criteria of developed democratic countries: 1) gross domestic
product per capita (growth rate compared to the previous fiscal year); 2) the amount of
the consumer basket set by the state (growth rate compared to the previous financial
year); 3) the minimum subsistence level set by the state (growth rate compared to the
previous financial year); 4) the final result of projects financed from the state budget;
5) an assessment of each member of parliament on the basis of real changes in the lives
of people (electorate) living in the constituency.

3. In order to further develop the theory of modern parliamentarism:

— on the basis of scientific and theoretical analysis, the legal nature of financial
(budgetary) control of the parliament was revealed, it was argued that the study of the
objectives of public financial control is not enough to determine its content and
specifics;

— parliamentary financial control is part of a single state control in the sphere of
finance, parliamentary financial control is primarily control over the effectiveness of
the state budget, which differs from other spheres of public financial control (for
instance, tax, currency) with the following parameters; first, by object, second - by
subject; third, the differences in the composition of the subjects were scientifically
substantiated.

These ideas serve to further develop the epistemology of parliamentary law.

4, It is proposed to study the subjects exercising parliamentary control over
the state budget in the case of collective and individual subjects.
5. In order to further develop the theoretical views on the conceptual

apparatus of parliamentary law and financial law, the author’s definitions of the
concepts of “objects of public financial control” and “object of parliamentary control
over the state budget” were developed:
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Objects of state financial control — execution of the republican budget of the
Republic of Uzbekistan, the budget of the Republic of Karakalpakstan, local budgets of
regions and the city of Tashkent, distributors of budget funds, budget organizations and
recipients of budget funds, state target funds, other funds and budget organizations
execution and implementation activities”;

“The object of parliamentary control over the state budget is the discussion
and adoption of the draft law on the state budget, the activities of state bodies and their
officials on the implementation of budget legislation and state programs, as well as the
implementation of tasks and functions”.

At the same time, based on the scientific and theoretical views on parliamentary
control over the state budget, it is proposed to divide these control objects into two
types:

3) activities of state bodies, economic administration bodies and their officials to
implement the Constitution and laws of the Republic of Uzbekistan, resolutions of the
chambers of the Oliy Majlis of the Republic of Uzbekistan and their bodies, state
programs;

4) activity of state bodies, economic management bodies and their officials on
implementation of the tasks and functions assigned to them.

6. In order to enrich the theory of national parliamentarism, the legal basis of
parliamentary control over the state budget in Uzbekistan was scientifically studied on
the basis of historical-legal method, periodized on the basis of the criteria for the
formation of these stages: Phase 1 (1991-2002), Phase 2 (2002-2016), Phase 3 (2016 to
present).

7. The tendencies of modern parliamentarism have been scientifically studied,
and the peculiarities of the institution of parliamentary control have been revealed from
a scientific and theoretical point of view. Among these aspects was the legal aspects of
parliamentary control over the state budget, special principles that determine the scope
and criteria of action, the implementation mechanism.

8. Inorder to further develop the concepts of modern parliamentarism, the idea
that parliamentary control over the state budget in Uzbekistan is an integral element of
public financial control, the national public financial control system now needs to be
modernized and harmonized with international financial standards was scientifically
substantiated. In the framework of the New Uzbekistan Development Strategy
announced by Mirziyoeyv, it is suggested that the scientific and theoretical basis for the
concept of financial control in Uzbekistan should be developed.

9. It is proposed to indicate the following as the main conditions for effective
parliamentary control over the implementation of the state budget: to have sufficient
resources and information base for the parliament to review the financial plans and final
results of the executive branch; the financial activity of the executive authorities should
be in the administrative context, in accordance with the unified administrative
procedures established for the executive bodies.

10.  Itis expedient to include in the scientific doctrine of parliamentary law the
following views on ensuring parliamentary control over the state budget: first, the
definition of the scope of bodies authorized to exercise parliamentary oversight;
second, a clear definition of the range of entities responsible and accountable for the
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exercise of parliamentary control over the state budget; third, in some cases, executive
authorities and officials may also be subject to parliamentary oversight of the state
budget.

11. Analyzing the experience of developed countries in the effective
organization of parliamentary control over the state budget, based on “Westminster
(UK) model”, “German (Germany-Austria) model”, “French model”, “American-
Canadian model”, it is advisable to introduce new tools and methods of organizing
parliamentary control over the budget into national legislation.

12. Legal framework governing the mechanism of discussion and adoption of
the draft state budget by parliament, new mechanisms of public relations in this area,
electronic parliamentary instruments are interconnected and complementary. The
doctrinal idea that clear regulation of this mechanism has a direct impact on the
effectiveness of parliamentary oversight is being put forward.

13. An author’s definition of the concept of “budget execution” has been
developed, which serves to enrich parliamentary law and financial law: “Budget
execution is part of the budget process, the process by which the government spends in
the fiscal year the expenditures provided for in allocations put forward in accordance
with the revenue parameters approved by parliament.”

Suggestions and recommendations for further improving the normative
legal acts:

1. It is proposed to adopt a new edition of the Budget Code of the Republic of
Uzbekistan. The new version of the Budget Code should include specific forms,
methods and objects of public financial control, define the criteria for the effectiveness
of the allocation of budget funds. Amendments to the current budget legislation, in
general, based on the importance of bringing the system of public financial control in
line with the principles and standards set by the International Supervisory Authorities
INTOSAL.

2. It was suggested that the process of adopting the Law “On State Financial
Control” should be accelerated in order to establish clear boundaries of parliamentary
control over the state budget over other types of control and to give priority to
parliamentary control. It was suggested that the draft law should define the following
aspects of the organization of public financial control:

— clear definition of the functions and powers of financial control of the
legislative and executive bodies established by national legislation;

— delimitation of tasks and powers between the bodies of state financial control
and territorial bodies of state financial control;

— functional, organizational, personal and financial independence of the state
financial control bodies and their officials from the objects of control;

—coordination of activities of public financial control bodies in order to eliminate
duplication of activities and ensure a unified system of public financial control at all
levels of government.

3. In order to cover all aspects of parliamentary control over the state budget, the
following amendments were proposed to Article 7 of the Law of the Republic of
Uzbekistan “On Parliamentary Control”:
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“The Legislative Chamber and the Senate exercise initial, current and final
control over the execution of the state budget ”.

4. The participation of not only the budget committee but also other committees
IS important in the initial consideration of the state budget. In this regard, it is proposed
to amend section 1 of Article 162 of the Regulations of the Legislative Chamber of the
Oliy Majlis of the Republic of Uzbekistan in the following edition:

“The draft state budget is submitted by the Speaker of the Legislative Chamber
to the Committee on Budget and Economic Reforms, committees and factions (groups
of deputies) for initial consideration and development of ideas and proposals”.

5. It is advisable to include parliamentary commissions in the subjects of
parliamentary control over the state budget. In this regard, it was proposed to amend
sections 4 and 5 of Article 7 of the Law of the Republic of Uzbekistan “On
Parliamentary Control” as follows:

“The Legislative Chamber considers the annual report on the implementation of
the state budget submitted by the Cabinet of Ministers of the Senate on the basis of
preliminary discussions in the relevant factions, committees and commissions of the
Oliy Majlis.

During the preliminary discussion of the implementation of the state budget, the
factions, committees and commissions of the Oliy Majlis chambers may request
additional information from the relevant authorities on the implementation of the
revenue of the state budget, the status of disbursement of allocated funds, intended and
effective use. In this case, the factions, members of the Senate may take the initiative to
study the issues of targeted spending and effective use of budget funds on the ground
by the relevant committees of the chambers of the Oliy Majlis.

6. In order to ensure public access to information on the execution of the state
budget, it is proposed to place in public sources all information on the draft state budget
and its implementation, which is received by the parliamentary chambers and prepared
for discussion in their responsible committees.

It is proposed to strengthen the laws of the Republic of Uzbekistan “On the
Regulation of the Legislative Chamber of the Oliy Majlis of the Republic of
Uzbekistan™ (Articles 20 and 31) and “On the Regulation of the Senate of the Oliy
Majlis of the Republic of Uzbekistan” (Articles 16 and 3219).

7. In order to clarify the subject of parliamentary control over the state budget in
Uzbekistan, firstly, the issue of effective execution of the state budget by the Cabinet of
Ministers and the Central Bank, the Ministry of Finance and other executive bodies
should be recognized and enshrined in the legislation as the subject of parliamentary
control over the state budget. Secondly, it is proposed that the chambers of the Oliy
Majlis of the Republic of Uzbekistan — the Legislative Chamber and the Senate — assess
the state budget and the state of its implementation in the exercise of financial control
on the basis of specially formed performance indicators. It is recommended to use the
experience of developed countries.

8. In order to ensure the application of the forms of political responsibility of the
government and other executive bodies in parliamentary practice, it is proposed that the
current legislation should clearly state which parliamentary control measures they will
adopt. For instance, it is proposed to state the fourth and fifth parts of Article 9 of the
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Law of the Republic of Uzbekistan “On Parliamentary Control” in the following
edition:

“Following the hearing of the Prime Minister’s report, the Legislative Chamber
and the Senate will decide on the effectiveness of the government’s work on some
pressing issues of socio-economic development of the country, including a vote of no
confidence to the Prime Minister and the resignation of a member of the government.

The decision of the Legislative Chamber and the Senate adopted after the hearing
of the report of the Prime Minister shall be sent to the Cabinet of Ministers, and if the
resolution contains a vote of no confidence to the Prime Minister, the President of the
Republic of Uzbekistan”.

9. In order to expand the scope of parliamentary control over the implementation
of the state budget in Uzbekistan, it is proposed to supplement Article 7 of the Law of
the Republic of Uzbekistan “On the State Tax Service” with a new first part in the
following edition:

“The State Tax Committee and territorial divisions of the Republic of Uzbekistan
submit quarterly, semi-annual and annual reports to the chambers of the Oliy Majlis of
the Republic of Uzbekistan and local representative bodies in terms of the effectiveness
of the state budget and local budgets’ tax policy”.

10. Before hearing the annual report of the Central Bank by the Senate of the
Oliy Majlis of the Republic of Uzbekistan, it would be expedient to inspect its activities
together with the Accounts Chamber of the Republic of Uzbekistan and the audit
organization chosen by it. To this end, in the second part of Article 8 of the Law of the
Republic of Uzbekistan “On the Central Bank of the Republic of Uzbekistan™ it is
proposed to replace the words “audit organization” with the words “Accounts Chamber
of the Republic of Uzbekistan”.

11. Committees of the Legislative Chamber and the Senate of the Oliy Majlis of
the Republic of Uzbekistan (except for committees responsible for budget issues) and
commissions, factions of deputies elected from political parties in the Legislative
Chamber, and especially direct deputies and senators do not play an active role in the
mechanism of parliamentary discussion and adoption of the draft state budget. One of
the main reasons for this is the order in which they participate in the process, what
functions they must perform, their powers and regulations of action are not specified in
detail in the legislation. In order to eliminate this situation in the Law of the Republic
of Uzbekistan “On the Regulation of the Legislative Chamber of the Oliy Majlis of the
Republic of Uzbekistan™:

1)  The fourth part of Article 20 to state in the following edition:

“During the preliminary discussion of the draft law on the state budget at the
meetings of factions, committees and commissions of the Legislative Chamber
factions, committees, commissions and all deputies of the Legislative Chamber shall
make appropriate amendments and additions to the draft law on the state budget; may
make their proposals on whether or not to adopt this budget.

During the discussion, factions, committees, commissions and deputies of the
Legislative Chamber may directly request additional information on the draft law on
the state budget from the relevant authorities”;
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2) replace the fifth and sixth parts of Article 20 with the words “all factions and
committees of the Legislative Chamber” with the words “factions, committees,
commissions and all deputies”;

3) state the second paragraph of the second part of Article 31 in the following
edition:

“During its consideration, the report of the Cabinet of Ministers of the Republic
of Uzbekistan, the opinion of the responsible committee formed on the basis of the
views of factions, committees, commissions and all deputies of the Legislative
Chamber will be heard, discussed and the relevant decision of the Legislative
Chamber”;

4) itis proposed to replace the words “factions and committees of the Legislative
Chamber” with the words “1/3 of the total number of factions, committees,
commissions and deputies of the Legislative Chamber” in the fifth part of Article 31;

It is expedient to make similar amendments (without indication of factions) in
the Law of the Republic of Uzbekistan “On the Regulation of the Senate of the Oliy
Majlis of the Republic of Uzbekistan™.

12. The list of documents reflecting the execution of the state budget and the
documents to be submitted by the executive bodies, what parameters and criteria are
used to assess the implementation of the state budget is not established by law. As a
result, the Cabinet of Ministers of the Republic of Uzbekistan or the Ministry of Finance
sends materials on the implementation of the state budget to the chambers of the Oliy
Majlis, the basic rules and statistical data are determined by these bodies themselves.
This situation limits the mechanism of discussion and adoption of the draft state budget
by the parliament, reducing its efficiency and effectiveness. In order to eliminate this
situation, Article 31 of the Law of the Republic of Uzbekistan “On the Regulation of
the Legislative Chamber of the Oliy Majlis of the Republic of Uzbekistan

1) fill the first part with the third paragraph in the following edition:

“If the Cabinet of Ministers receives requests of factions, committees,
commissions and direct deputies of the Legislative Chamber on the structure of this
information and the list of necessary materials, they should be amended and expanded”;

2) fill the second part with the first paragraph in the following edition: “Before
consideration of the execution of the state budget at a meeting of the Legislative
Chamber, the Council of the Legislative Chamber on the basis of proposals of factions,
committees, commissions and deputies of the Legislative Chamber develops criteria
and key indicators for evaluating the effectiveness of the state budget and submits to all
factions, committees, commissions and deputies.”;

It is recommended to fill in the first paragraph of the edition.

13. It is proposed to supplement Article 33 of the Law “On Regulations of the
Senate of the Oliy Majlis of the Republic of Uzbekistan™ with the following section:

“Based on the results of the discussion of the state budget, it will make one of
the following decisions:

on the adoption of the state budget;

on the rejection of the state budget”.

14.  According to Article 7 of the Law of the Republic of Uzbekistan “On
Parliamentary Control”, as an important form of parliamentary control, the Senate is
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also set to review the progress of state budget execution. That is, the Senate is scheduled
to review the quarterly and annual reports of the state budget and make the appropriate
decision. However, the procedure for reviewing this annual report is not defined in the
regulations. In this regard, the regulations of the Senate of the Oliy Majlis of the
Republic of Uzbekistan should establish the procedure for consideration of quarterly
and annual reports and study by the relevant committee on the targeted and effective
use of budget funds on the ground.

15.  Itis proposed to make the following amendments to section 6 of Article 7
of the Law of the Republic of Uzbekistan “On Parliamentary Control”:

“The annual report on the execution of the state budget is considered in factions,
committees of the chambers of the Oliy Majlis, considered at sessions of the Oliy Majlis
and approved by the Legislative Chamber and the Senate. By the decision of the
Legislative Chamber and the Senate, the government may be charged with the
shortcomings identified in the implementation of the state budget”.

16. Inthe context of a pandemic, it was proposed to introduce a procedure for
operative consideration of the draft state budget (based on experience UK, New
Zealand).

17. It was proposed to create a national platform system for online discussion of
the draft state budget.
